kilometers from Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu. 
✓ It was built by King Nanjarayan as a source for irrigation. It is also 

known as Sarkar Periyapalayam Reservoir. 
 

➢ Kalaignarin Anaithu Grama Orunginaintha Velan Valarchi Thittam 
✓ The scheme is aimed at increasing cultivable area by bringing fallow 

lands under cultivation, augmenting water resources, increasing 
productivity to benefit the farmers.

✓ The Department of Posts will conduct a “Dak Adalat” at the office of 

the Senior Superintendent of Post Offices, Chennai city north division, 
Ethiraj Salai, Egmore, on June 14 at 11 a.m. 
 

➢ Nutrition Garden 
✓ A garden to create awareness on the importance of nutrition during the 

1,000 days from pregnancy till a child attained the age of two was 
inaugurated at the Chengalpattu Medical College Hospital by Health 
and Family Welfare Minister. 

✓ The garden, which is called the ‘1,000 days of life nutrition garden’, was 
developed under the corporate social responsibility initiative of the 
Indian Oil Corporation Ltd. 
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➢ AKRUTI to Take Roots in Kudankulam 
✓ The Nuclear Power Corporation of India Limited, which is assisting 

unemployed youth living in 16 village panchayats near the Tarapur 
Atomic Power Station (TAPS) through its Advanced Knowledge and 
Rural Technology Implementation (AKRUTI) programme, is all set to 
launch a similar initiative in the villages surrounding Kudankulam 
Nuclear Power Project (KKNPP). 

 
➢ Ranipet 
✓ The newly carved out Ranipet district in the state - has set a world 

record by collecting 186. 9 metric tonnes of plastic waste materials in 
just three hours.  

✓ Earlier, Switzerland held the world record for collecting 128 metric 
tonnes of plastic waste materials in three hours. 

 
➢ Ennum Ezhuthum Mission 
✓ The state government - will implement “Ennum Ezhuthum Mission” 

from 2022-23 academic year to ensure all students up to eight years are 
able to read and possess basic arithmetic skills by 2025. 

✓ The mission seeks to bridge the 17 months learning gap due to Covid-
19 pandemic among primary school students. 

 
➢ State Advisory Board on Disability 
✓ The Tamil Nadu government has reconstituted the State Advisory 

Board on disability, as mandated by the Rights of Persons with 
Disabilities (RPwD) Act, 2016.  

✓ According to the Act, the advisory board is expected to facilitate 
continuous evaluation of a comprehensive policy for the empowerment 
of persons with disabilities.

✓ The Tamil Nadu government recently launched Naan Mudhalvan (I am 

the first). Under this programme, Tamil Nadu government has now 
launched Nalaya Thiran (Tomorrow’s ability). 

✓ In this programme, 50,000 college students will train with the 
knowledge in computer science, electronics and IT domains, skilling 
them on problem solving using technologies.

Vadavoor bird sanctuary in Tiruvarur district, Kanjirankulam and 
Chitrangudi bird sanctuaries in Ramanathapuram district and 
Suchindram Theroor in Kanniyakumari district are the latest additions 
from the state to the prestigious list. 
 

➢ Neidhal Salt 
✓ Tamil Nadu Chief Minister launched 'Neidhal' salt.

✓ During the occasion, Arvind Kejriwal also unveiled 26 schools of 
excellence and 15 model schools set up by the Tamil Nadu government 

✓ 'Thagaisal Palligal' and 'Mathiri Palligal' are the official Tamil names 
for the schools of excellence and Model Schools. 

✓ Under the ‘Pudhumai Penn’ scheme, all girl students, who studied from 
Classes 6 to 12 in government schools, will get Rs. 1,000 per month to 
pursue higher education  
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✓ The assistance will be directly credited into the bank account of the 
students till the completion of their undergraduate degree, diploma and 
ITI courses. 

 
➢ T.N. Top in Murder of Seniors in 2021 
✓ Tamil Nadu is among the few States with a high percentage of elderly 

population. According to the Elderly in India 2021 report released by 
the Union Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation, the 
percentage of the projected elderly population in Tamil Nadu was 13.6 
— the second highest in the country. Kerala had the highest, with 
16.5% of its population aged above 60. 

✓ A closer analysis of the data showed that Tamil Nadu also had the 
highest crime rate when it came to murders of elderly people. 
 

➢ STEM Labs  
✓ To take the benefits of Science Technology Engineering and 

Mathematics (STEM) closer to children, eight government schools in 
and around Chennai will get STEM labs through a project initiated by 
Fiserv, a global company dealing in payments and financial services 
technology. 

✓ The first lab was inaugurated at the Saidapet Government model 
higher secondary school in the city. 

 
➢ Arignar Anna Zoological Park 
✓ The Arignar Anna Zoological Park in Vandalur - has been ranked best 

in the country among the category of large zoos. 
✓ This was revealed based on the ‘management effectiveness evaluation’ 

(MEE) test, which was conducted for each zoo by the Union ministry of 
environment, forests and climate change.  

✓ This is the first time Vandalur zoo has got the star rating for 
performing well in maintaining its objectives and zoo landscape. 
 

➢ Aadukalam 
✓ On September 12, Chief Minister M K Stalin - launched an information 

centre, ‘Aadukalam’ for the benefit of sportspersons in the state.  
✓ The Aadukalam information centre is functioning at the office of the 

Sports Development Authority of Tamil Nadu between 10am and 5pm 
on all working days. 
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➢ Kalyani 
✓ Chennai’s first ever street composter, Kalyani – has started functioning 

on Arundale Beach Road in Besant Nagar’s Kalakshetra Colony. 
✓ It is a bin set up by Environmentalist Foundation of India and Residents 

of Kasturba Nagar Association (ROKA).  
✓ The composter has converted about 600kg of wet waste generated in the 

locality into 300kg of manure within a week. 
The composter was set up based on the success of similar decentralized 
waste management system in Bengaluru’s SSR Layout. 
 

➢ 17th Bird Sanctuary 
✓ On September 13, the Tamil Nadu government - notified an order to set 

up the 17th bird sanctuary in Tamil Nadu at Nanjarayan Tank in 
Tiruppur district. 

✓ The 125.8 hectares of Nanjarayan tank, which is also known as Sarkar 
Periyapalayam reservoir, at Uthukuli taluk in Tirupur shall be 
developed as the bird sanctuary under Wildlife (Protection) Act,1972.  
Earlier in December 2021, the government declared the Kazhuveli 
wetland located near Villupuram as the ‘Kazhuveli Birds Sanctuary’, 
which is the 16th bird sanctuary in the state. 
 

➢ Students in Responsible Police Initiatives (Sirpi) 
✓ The scheme, designed by the police and school education department, 

is being implemented at a cost of Rs 4.25 crore 
✓ The programme will be first rolled out by Greater Chennai Police. 
✓ Under SIRPI, officers will offer classes in physical fitness, sports and 

drills to inculcate discipline and social awareness among school 
students  
 

➢ Narikoravan and Kurivikkaran 
✓ The Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Narendra Modi - 

approved a proposal to grant scheduled tribe (ST) status to the 
Narikoravan and Kurivikkaran communities in Tamil Nadu. 

✓ In this regard, Chief Minister M K Stalin had written a letter to the PM 
on March 19 this year, mentioning about the Lokur committee’s 
recommendation in 1965 and seeking the inclusion of the two 
communities in the ST list. 
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➢ Mudalamaicharin Kaalai Unavu Thittam  
✓ Chief Minister M K Stalin - inaugurated the free nutritious breakfast 

scheme for government primary school students at Aadhimoolam 
corporation primary school in Madurai.  
 

➢ Thol Koduppom Thozhilkku 
✓ Chief minister M K St alin - unveiled new schemes to facilitate growth 

of the MSME sector in the state at the ‘Thol Koduppom Thozhilkku’ 
regional conference held in Madurai.  

✓ The Chief Minister launched an online facility of Sidco through which 
industrialists running their plants in its industrial estates can avail 12 
services like NOC for bank loan, drinking water supply, sale deed and 
other things.  
 

➢ Third Tidel Park 
✓ The CM announced that the state’s third Tidel Park would be set up at 

a cost of Rs. 600 crore in Madurai.  
✓ The information technology park, which would create 10,000 jobs, 

would be built on five acres land near Mattuthavani in the first phase, 
and would be expanded by another five acres in the second phase. 
 

➢ School Innovation Development Project 
✓ The CM inaugurated the ‘School Innovation Development Project’ 

which will be implemented in government and aided schools to 
develop the vocational skills of the students.

✓ Under the digital facility, small and marginal farmers would be 
extended term or crop loan of up to 1.60 lakh without any collateral. 

 
➢ Dugong Conservation Reserve 
✓ The state government - notified India’s first ever ‘Dugong 

Conservation Reserve’ in the Palk Bay.  
✓ The move was aimed at conserving the endangered species and help 

protect and improve other marine animals  
 

➢ Engirunthum Enthanerathilum 
✓ Chief Minister M K Stalin - launched a new online facility of the 

Revenue department enabling the public to apply for patta (land 
documents) transfer of lands from any part of the State. 
 

➢ Tamil Parappurai Kazhagam 
✓ Chief minister M K Stalin - launched a new mission “Tamil Parappurai 

Kazhagam” and released first-level textbooks to teach Tamil in 24 
different languages including Spanish, Japanese, French, Chinese, 
German and in Indian languages.  

✓ The mission aims to teach and spread Tamil language across the globe.  
  

➢ Green Tamil Nadu Mission 
✓ Chief Minister M K Stalin – launched the Green Tamil Nadu Mission at 

Arignar Anna Zoological Park in Vandalur. 
✓ The Mission is aimed at increasing the state’s green cover from 23.7% to 

33% in the next 10 years. 
✓ Green Tamil Nadu Mission is a flagship scheme of the Tamil Nadu 

Green Climate Company – a new special purpose vehicle created by the 
state government. 

 
➢ NA Snehan 
✓ NA Snehan from Theni district in Tamil Nadu – became the youngest to 

cross the North Channel between Ireland and Scotland. 
✓ A Class IX student of Shanti Niketan School in Theni, Snehan swam the 

35-km North Channel. 
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✓ The team started swimming from Robbie Island in Northern Ireland 
and reached Port Patrick in Scotland on the same day. 
 

➢ Sittanavasal 
✓ A small village in Pudukottai district of Tamil Nadu was a major centre 

of Jain influence for 1,000 years just before the Christian era. 
✓ Sittanavasal is the name used synonymously for the hamlet and the 

hillock that houses the Arivar Kovil (temple of Arihats — Jains who 
conquered their senses), Ezhadipattam (a cavern with 17 polished rock 
beds), megalithic burial sites and the Navachunai tarn (small mountain 
lake) with a submerged shrine. 
 

➢ Thisaidhorum Dravidam 
✓ Thisaidhorum Dravidam’: vast and liberating expanse of translation. 
✓ An initiative of the Tamil Nadu Textbook and Educational Services 

Corporation (TNTB & ESC) to identify and translate Tamil literary 
works into English and other Dravidian languages, ‘Thisaidhorum 
Dravidam’ has picked up steam. 

✓ The TNTB & ESC is also running two other projects — ‘Muthamizh 
Arignar Mozhipeyarppu Thittam’ (MAMT) for translating technical 
books into Tamil and ‘Ilanthalir Ilakkiya Thittam’ aimed at attracting 
children categorised in different age groups. 
 

➢ Chief Minister’s Fellowship Scheme - 2022-24 
✓ The Tamil Nadu Chief Minister’s Fellowship Programme for 2022-24 

was launched in the city, with 30 Fellows who will be working in 
identified thematic areas on the research and implementation of 
schemes. 

✓ 30 Fellows have been chosen as part of the first cohort. They will work 
in areas including water resources, agricultural production, skill 
development and entrepreneurship and education. 

 
➢ TamiraSES 

Tirunelveli district administration – has launched a joint project named 
‘TamiraSES’ for the restoration of the Thamirabarani river.  

✓ The project will be implemented jointly by Bengaluru-based Ashoka 
Trust for Research and the Environment (ATREE) in association with 
Indian Institute of Human Settlements (IIHS) Bengaluru and 
Consortium for DEWATS Dissemination Society. 
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✓ The community-based project involves the restoration of 
Thamirabarani’s riverscape along with all the waterbodies in it, 
covering head-waters, estuaries and surrounding areas. 

 
➢ Archaeological Excavation – Used Gold Found 
✓ Archaeological excavations in the Vadakkupaddu Panchayat have 

found gold that was used in ancient times.  
✓ The site for excavation was selected in the village of Oragadam. 
✓ Black and red pottery, painted pottery and inscribed pottery, and 

Roman pottery were also found.  
✓ 2 gold ornaments weighing 1.5 grams were also found. 
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STATES 

➢ Lowest Unemployment Rate 
✓ Chhattisgarh has been ranked 1st among states with the lowest 

unemployment rate in the country. 
✓ According to the latest data released by the Centre for Monitoring 

Indian Economy, Chhattisgarh has registered an unemployment rate of 
0.6% this March 2022, which is the lowest so far.  Haryana has the 
highest unemployment rate followed by Rajasthan. 

✓ The country's unemployment rate stood at 7.6%. 
 

➢ Electric Vehicle (EV) Policy  
✓ Delhi - has now become the first state in the country to incentivize e-

cycles under its Electric Vehicle (EV) Policy. 
 

➢ Himachal Pradesh’s Kangra Tea  
✓ Himachal Pradesh’s Kangra Tea will soon get a European Commission 

Geographical Indication Tag (GI Tag); this tag helps Kangra tea to get 
an opportunity to enter the European market. 

 
➢ Jamtara 
✓ Jamtara becomes country's first district with library in every village. 
✓ Jamtara in Jharkhand has become the only district in the country where 

all gram panchayats have community libraries. 
➢ Parvatmala Yojana Scheme 
✓ The National Highways Logistics Management Limited (NHLML) and 

the Himachal Pradesh Government - signed a memorandum of 
understanding (MoU) for seven ropeway projects construction in the 
State under the Parvatmala Yojana scheme. 

✓ Parvatmala is a National Ropeways Development Programme 
proposed to create a modern system of transportation and connectivity 
on the mountains. 

 
➢ Maharashtra Gene Bank 
✓ Maharashtra cabinet – approved the 'Maharashtra Gene Bank', a first-

of-its-kind project in the country. 
✓ The project seeks to conserve native and endangered animals, crops, 

marine and biological species 
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➢ Vacuum-Based Sewers 
✓ Agra - has become the first city in the country to have vacuum-based 

sewers used in public places. 
✓ The corporation has connected 240 such houses in a low-lying area near 

the Taj Mahal with vacuum-based sewer where conventional sewer 
systems cannot be used. 

✓ All the chambers of this system have been equipped with geographic 
information system (GIS) based sensors.  

 
➢ Greenfield Grain-Based Ethanol Plant 
✓ Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar - inaugurated the country’s first 

greenfield grain-based ethanol plant in Purnea. 
✓ The project is a part of Bihar’s ambitious plan for ethanol production 

using sugarcane, maize and rice to meet the country’s fuel needs.  
The Purnea plant is among the 17 ethanol production units proposed to 
be set up in the state and is expected to produce 65,000 litres of ethanol 
per day. 
 

➢ India’s First Tribal Health Observatory 
✓ Odisha is planning to create India’s only observatory, which will house 

data on the state’s indigenous population’s health. 
The Tribal Health Observatory (TriHOb) is the “first in the nation,” 
according to the Information Department, and is aimed to be an 
effective, evidence-based, and policy-oriented centre. 

 
➢ Jivhala 
✓ The Maharashtra Department of Prisons - has launched a first-of-its-

kind loan scheme titled ‘Jivhala’ for inmates serving sentences in jails 
across the state.  

✓ The credit scheme is being offered by the Maharashtra State 
Cooperative Bank.  

✓ The pilot of the initiative was introduced for prisoners at Yerawada 
Central Jail in Pune, and will gradually be extended to nearly 60 
prisons across the state. 

✓ The scheme has been launched primarily for convicted inmates who are 
undergoing a prison sentence of more than three years. 

 
➢ Flow Chemistry Technology Hub 
✓ India’s first ‘Flow Chemistry Technology Hub’ was opened in 

Hyderabad. 
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✓ “Flow chemistry”, is also known as “continuous flow chemistry”. 
✓ It is the process of performing chemical reactions in a tube or pipe. 

 
➢ Tomato Flu 
➢ A new viral infection called tomato flu - infected 82 children, all below 

five years, in Kollam district of Kerala. 
✓ This is a case of children experiencing undiagnosed and unidentified 

fever. 
✓ The symptoms of this flu, also called Tomato fever, include rashes, skin 

irritation and dehydration. 
 

➢ Solar Power Installation 
✓ Rajasthan - becomes the first state in the country to exceed 10 GW of 

cumulative large-scale solar power installations. 
✓ The state has a total of 32.5 GW of installed power capacity, with 

renewables contributing 55%, followed by thermal energy at 43%, and 
nuclear energy the remaining 2%. 
 

➢ Ramgarh Vishdhari Sanctuary 
✓ The Ramgarh Vishdhari sanctuary in Bundi in Rajasthan - was notified 

as the country’s 52nd tiger reserve. 
The Ramgarh Vishdhari is the fourth tiger reserve of the state after 
Ranthambore, Sariska and Mukundra. 

 
➢ Drone Policy 
✓ The ‘Himachal Pradesh Drone Policy 2022’ was approved by the chief 

minister Jai Ram Thakur. 
✓ It becomes the first Indian state to approve a policy for drones. 
✓ The policy envisions creating a holistic drone ecosystem built upon the 

foundation of Governance and Reforms Using Drones (GARUD). 
 

➢ Blue Duke 
✓ Chief Minister of Sikkim P.S. Golay - declared ‘Blue Duke’ as the State 

Butterfly of Sikkim recently during the World Environment Day 
celebrations. 

✓ Blue Duke, a native butterfly species of Sikkim, overtook another 
contender Krishna Peacock to be announced as the State Butterfly of 
Sikkim.  
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➢ Andhra Pradesh Comprehensive Cancer Care (APCCC) 
✓ The Andhra Pradesh Comprehensive Cancer Care (APCCC) project - 

has proposed to set up the country’s largest cancer hospice centre with 
100 beds in Tirupati.  

 
➢ Sinking City 
✓ As per the recent study, Mumbai is sinking by an average of 2 mm 

annually. 
✓ Groundwater extraction, mining, reclamation of natural wetlands, 

infrastructure projects and ecological disturbances is leading to land 
subsidence. 
 

➢ Mukhyamantri Matrushakti Yojana  
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi – launched ‘Mukhyamantri Matrushakti 

Yojana’ to provide nutritional food to pregnant and lactating women 
in Vadodara, Gujarat. 

✓ Under the new scheme, pregnant and lactating mothers will be given 2 
kg of chickpeas, 1 kg of tur dal and 1 kg of edible oil free of cost from 
anganwadi centres every month along with other benefits under the 
Integrated Child Development Scheme. 
 

➢ Balika Panchayat 
✓ The country's first-ever girl Panchayat, ‘Balika Panchayat’ – has been 

launched in several villages of Gujarat's Kutch district.  
Balika Panchayat is managed by women in the 11-21, age group.  The 
main objective of the initiative is to remove the evil practices from the 
society such as child marriage, the dowry system etc., and also focus on 
the mental and physical health of girls and their nutritional 
requirements. 

 
➢ Single-Use Plastic 
✓ From July 1, Himachal to buy back single-use plastic. 
✓ The government will pay students Rs.75 for a kg of single-use plastic 

items they deposit with the school. 
✓ As the Centre has decided to ban the use of single-use plastic from July 

1, the hill State of Himachal Pradesh is all set to kick-start a buy-back 
scheme in schools and colleges to purchase the single-use plastic items 
from students in a bid to instill a sense of environment preservation by 
“catching them young”. 
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➢ New Education Policy 
✓ Uttarakhand has become the first state in India to implement New 

Education Policy (NEP) at the pre-primary level.  
✓ The NEP replaces the Macaulay system of education which was 

followed in the country for decades. “It offers children an opportunity 
to pursue choice-based education. They can now study the subjects of 
their choice in the language they are conversant with. 
 

➢ Rajiv Gandhi Khel Ratna Award 
✓ Rajasthan Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot - announced the introduction 

of Rajiv Gandhi Khel Ratna Award for sportspersons in the state.  
✓ The chief minister said the Rajiv Gandhi Rural Olympics will start 

from August 29, 2022 and more than 27 lakh players are expected to 
take part in it. 

 
➢ Kerala Fiber Optic Network Ltd (K-Fon) 
✓ Kerala is now the first and only state in the country to have its own 

internet service. 
✓ The announcement followed the Department of Telecommunications’ 

granting of an Internet Service Provider (ISP) licence to the IT 
infrastructure project of the Kerala Fiber Optic Network Ltd (K-
Fon), which aims to provide everyone in the state access to the 
internet. 
 

➢ Emergency Response Support System (ERSS) 
✓ Himachal Pradesh - has become the first state in the country to connect 

all registered commercial vehicles equipped with Vehicle Location 
Tracking Device (VLTD) with Emergency Response Support System 
(ERSS).  
 

➢ Swachh Mandira Abhiyana 
✓ Karnataka – has become the first state in the country to roll out the 

concept of cleanliness in the temples.  
✓ Accordingly, the government is planning to declare 25 ‘A-grade 

temples’ as ‘zero waste’ temples in the next five months. 
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➢ Medicine From The Sky’- Arunachal Pradesh  
✓ ‘Medicine from the sky’ pilot project drone service launched by 

the Chief Minister of Arunachal Pradesh Pema Khandu. ‘Medicine 
from the sky’ is also a part of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav, initiated 
by Prime Minister Narendra Modi. 

✓ The first successful flight was conducted from Seppa to Chaoyang Tajo 
in the East Kameng district. 

 
➢ North East Olympics 
✓ Meghalaya is all set to host the upcoming 2nd edition of the North East 

Olympics from 30th October. 
 

➢ India’s First Fully ‘Functionally Literate’ District 
✓ Madhya Pradesh’s tribal-dominated Mandla region has become the 

first fully “functionally literate” district in the country.  
✓ Tribals frequently complained to the authorities about money being 

taken from their bank accounts by fraudsters and the root cause of this 
was that they were not functionally literate. 
 

➢ Chandigarh Airport to be named after Bhagat Singh 
✓ The Punjab and Haryana governments have agreed to name 

the Chandigarh International Airport in Mohali after Shaheed Bhagat 
Singh. 
 

➢ Parivar Kalyan Card 
✓ The central government - has given its nod to the Uttar Pradesh 

government’s Family ID plan — the Parivar Kalyan Card (PKC). 
✓ The new scheme has been added to the list of state-specific unique ID 

schemes in the country. 
✓ It seeks to establish a comprehensive database of the state’s family 

units and identify beneficiaries for its various schemes including 
employment, pensions, and housing benefits. 
 

➢ Anang Tal Lake 
✓ The Anang Tal lake in South Delhi - has been declared a monument of 

national importance through a gazette notification by the Ministry of 
Culture recently. 

✓ Located near the Qutub Minar complex and Sanjay Van, the protected 
area would be 42,894 square metres. 
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✓ The mini lake was created in 1060 AD by Raja Anang Pal Tomar, the 
founder of Delhi. 
 

➢ Nagaland - 2nd Railway Station in 119 Years  
✓ North-east state, Nagaland got its second railway station after a gap of 

more than 119 years with the commissioning of a new facility at 
Shokhuvi. 

✓ Dimapur Railway Station was inaugurated in 1903. 
The Donyi Polo Express ran daily between Guwahati in Assam and 
Naharlagun in Arunachal Pradesh. The train service has now been 
extended till Shokhuvi. 

 
➢ Delhi Model Virtual School” (DMVS) 

On August 31, Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal - launched the 
“Delhi Model Virtual School” (DMVS) in which students from across 
the country will be eligible for admission in classes 9 to 12. 

✓ It is an online-based teaching platform, which will help the students to 
complete their studies without visiting the school. 

✓ DMVS will be affiliated to the Delhi Board of School Education (DBSE) 
and will follow its curriculum. 

✓ The classes will be conducted through an exclusive schooling platform 
built by SchoolNet and Google. 
 

➢ Mukhyamantri Udyog Khiladi Unnayan Yojana 
✓ Uttarakhand Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami - launched 

“Mukhyamantri Udyog Khiladi Unnayan Yojana” in Dehradun. 
✓ The scheme has been launched in the state on the occasion of National 

Sports Day. 
✓ The main objective of this program is to promote the sports talent of 

child players in Uttarakhand. 
✓ Under this scheme, a sports scholarship of Rs 1500 per month will be 

given to emerging players between the age group of 8 to 14 years.  
 

➢ Rural Backyard Piggery Support Scheme 
✓ Meghalaya Chief Minister Conrad K Sangma – rolled out Phase 1 of the 

ambitious flagship programme ‘Rural Backyard Piggery Support 
scheme’ for farmers at Byrnihat.  

✓ The programme is funded by the Central Government under National 
Livestock mission along with the contribution of the state government. 
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This scheme is envisaged to benefit 6000 poor and marginal farmers and 
also increase pork production in the State. 
 

➢ Rajasthan Launched 100 days Urban Employment  
✓ Rajasthan government launched an ambitious scheme to provide 100 

days of employment to needy families in urban areas on the lines of 
the rural employment guarantee scheme MGNREGA. 

✓ More than 2.25 lakh families have already registered for the Indira 
Gandhi Urban Employment Scheme which was proposed by chief 
minister Ashok Gehlot in the state budget this year. 

 
➢ India’s Longest Rubber Dam 
✓ Bihar CM inaugurates India’s longest rubber dam on Falgu river. 
✓ Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar on 8 September '22 inaugurated 

India’s longest rubber dam ‘Gayaji Dam’ on the Falgu river in Gaya. 
✓ It is 411 meters long & 3 meters high & has been built at a cost of Rs 312 

crores. 
 

➢ Global Network of Learning Cities (GNLC) 
✓ Warangal from Telangana, Thrissur and Nilambur from Kerala - have 

joined the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural 
Organization's (UNESCO) Global Network of Learning Cities (GNLC). 

✓ Some of the most developed cities, such as Beijing, Shanghai, Hamburg, 
Athens, Incheon, Bristol, and Dublin, are among the global cities on this 
list. 

✓ Thrissur, Nilambur and Warangal are the first Indian cities to join the 
list maintained since 2015. 

✓ They were named in the list in recognition of their outstanding efforts 
to make lifelong learning a reality for all at the local level. 
 

➢ Third Gender” Reservations - Police Recruitment 
✓ On September 13, Karnataka - announced “third gender” reservations

✓ Union home minister Amit Shah – announced that the Centre will

✓ The Centre was holding the event to commemorate ‘Hyderabad 

Liberation Day’ with the home minister as the chief guest. 
✓ The event was held to commemorate 75 years of liberation of 

Hyderabad state from the rule of Nizam Osman Ali Khan in 1948. 
 

➢ Naga Mircha” (King Chilli) Festival 
✓ Nagaland - celebrated the first-ever "Naga Mircha” (King Chilli) Festival 

at Seiyhama village in the Kohima District. 
✓ The festival held recently on September 10 was sponsored by the 

Nagaland Horticulture Department. 
✓ Naga Mircha was the first product to receive a GI tag from Nagaland 

in the year 2008. 
 

➢ Industrial Cannabis 
✓ Uttarakhand - becomes the first Indian state to allow the cultivation of 

‘industrial cannabis’. 
✓ The state has granted licence to the Indian Industrial Hemp Association 

(IIHA) to grow the standardized ‘industrial hemp’ over 1,000 hectares 
on a pilot basis. 

✓ Eventually, IIHA will cultivate the fibre for a period of five years, in a 
bid to cover an area of 10,000 hectares. 

✓ This is the first time in India that industrial-grade hemp has been 
grown as per government guidelines for standardisation. 
 

➢ Bundelkhand’s First Tiger Reserve  
✓ The Uttar Pradesh cabinet has given a green signal for the development 

of the first tiger reserve in the Bundelkhand region. 
The tiger reserve will span across 52,989.863 hectares of land 
including 29,958.863 hectares of buffer area and 23,031.00 hectares of the 
core area which was already notified as Ranipur wildlife sanctuary in 
the Chitrakoot district of the state.

➢ The Indian Antarctic Bill 2022 
✓ The Bill aims to provide a regulatory framework for India's research 

activities in the Antarctic and protect the Antarctic ecosystem.

✓ The United Nations Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM, founded 
in 1976) and other organisations merged to form UN Women, which 
began operations in January 2011. 

✓ The UN Women or also known as the United Nations Entity for 
Gender Equality and the Empowerment of Women is an entity 
working under the United Nations for women’s empowerment and 
gender equality.  

 
➢ Criminal Procedure (Identification) Bill 
✓ The Rajya Sabha - passed the Criminal Procedure (Identification) Bill, 

which would enable investigating officers to collect biometric details of 
prisoners, by a voice vote. 

 
➢ ‘One Health’ Pilot Project 
✓ Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying launched ‘One 

Health’ pilot project in Uttarakhand. This pilot project has been 
launched to implement the One Health Framework by One Health 
Support Unit. 

✓ Its main aim is to develop a national One Health roadmap based on the 
outcomes of the pilot project. 
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➢ District Ganga Committees (DGCs) 
✓ Union Minister for Jal Shakti Gajendra Singh Shekhawat - launched the 

‘Digital Dashboard for District Ganga Committees (DGCs) Performance 
Monitoring System’ (GDPMS).  

✓ As per the Minister, the Digital Dashboard launched will help the DGCs 
in enhancing people-river connect.

✓ The pet scheme of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, started in October

✓ The 75 days drive will be the most extended clean-up in India's history 

to ensure the highest amount of volunteer participation and raise 
awareness among the general public. 
 

➢ National Initiative for Promoting Upskilling of Nirman workers” 
(NIPUN) 

✓ Union minister of housing & urban affairs Hardeep Singh Puri - 
launched an initiative for skill training of construction workers 
“National Initiative for Promoting Upskilling of Nirman workers” 
(NIPUN) on June 20, 2022. 

✓ The project NIPUN is an initiative of the ministry of housing & urban 
affairs (MoHUA) under its flagship scheme of the Deendayal 
Antyodaya Yojana-National Urban Livelihoods Mission (DAY-
NULM) 
It aims to train over 1 lakh construction workers, through fresh 
skilling and upskilling programmes and provides them with work 
opportunities in foreign countries also. 
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➢ India’s largest floating Solar Power Project 
✓ India’s largest floating solar power plant was made fully operational by 

NTPC at Ramagundam, Telangana. 
✓ The capacity of solar plant is 100 MW. 

 
➢ Agasthyamalai Elephant Reserve 
✓ The number of elephant reserves in the country - has now increased to 

32 spreading over 68,700.4 sq km across the country. 
This is after the Tamil Nadu government setting aside 1,197.48 sq km 
area of the Agasthyamalai Biosphere Reserve for the purpose of 
Agasthyamalai Elephant Reserve.

✓ India has installed 162 GW (1 GW is 1,000 MW) of renewable energy 

capacity, which is 41% of the 402 GW of electricity installed. 
✓ In 2015, India committed to ensuring that 40% of its energy would be 

from renewable sources by 2030 as part of its Nationally Determined 
Contributions (NDC). 
 

➢ National Emblem 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi unveiled the National Emblem cast on 

the roof of the new Parliament building. 
✓ The emblem is made of bronze and is 6.5m in height, and took over 

nine months to cast, said senior Central Public Works Department 
(CPWD) officials. 

 
➢ Agnipath Scheme  
✓ A new recruitment scheme for Indian armed forces, known as Agnipath. 
✓ Under the scheme, the youth will be given an opportunity to serve in 

the armed forces as "Agniveers." 
✓ People between the age of 17.5 years and 21 years will be inducted into

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✓ On competition of the four-year tenure, about 25 per cent of the 
Agniveers will be enrolled in the armed forces as regular cadres for a 
minimum period of 15 years.

➢ 15th President of India: Draupadi Murmu 
✓ Daughter of a tribal family coming from a very ordinary house in 

Odisha, Draupadi Murmu has been elected as the 15th President of 
India. 

✓ The 2022 Indian Presidential Election was the 16th presidential 
election that was held in India on the 18th of July 2022. Murmu 
becomes India’s first woman tribal president. 

✓ She also becomes the second woman to hold the post after Pratibha 
Patil. 
 

➢ Har Ghar Tiranga 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi - launched “Har Ghar Tiranga” 

(tricolour at every home) campaign to encourage people hoist or display 
the national flag at their homes between August 13 and 15. 

✓ The government has envisioned the ‘Har Ghar Tiranga’ exercise in the 
run-up to the 75th anniversary of India’s Independence.  

✓ The main objective of the programme is that the national flag should be 
flown at all homes from August 13-15 through public participation, and 
government and private establishments will also be involved in this 
effort.  
 

➢ India’s first Passenger Drone “Varuna”  
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi has unveiled Varuna, India’s first 

passenger drone. PM Modi is seen watching the demonstration of the 
drone. 
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➢ Digital Lok Adalat 
✓ National Legal Services Authority Chairman Uday Umesh Lalit - 

launched the country’s first AI-powered, digital Lok Adalat during the 
18th All India Legal Services Authorities’ meet held recently in Jaipur 
on July 17, 2022. 

✓ The Digital Lok Adalat will be used to dispose of pending disputes or 
disputes that are at the pre-litigation stage. 

✓ In this set-up, individuals and organisations can file and resolve the 
disputes under ADR (Alternate Dispute Resolution) mechanism online 
on a single platform without any physical interaction. 
 

➢ Cultural and Tourism Capital 
✓ The holy city of Varanasi - will be declared the first “Cultural and 

Tourism Capital” of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO). 
✓ Varanasi will become the “Cultural and Tourism Capital” of the SCO for 

2022-23 under a new rotating initiative to promote people-to-people 
contacts and tourism among the member states. 

✓ The Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) is an 
intergovernmental organisation founded in Shanghai on June 15, 2001. 

✓ The Beijing-headquartered SCO is an eight-member economic and 
security alliance comprising China, Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, 
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, India and Pakistan. 
 

➢ Scheme for Protection and Preservation of Endangered Languages of 
India’ (SPPEL) 

✓ The government - has initiated a scheme known as ‘Scheme for 
Protection and Preservation of Endangered Languages of India’ (SPPEL) 
to preserve 117 endangered Indian languages. 
Under the SPPEL scheme, the Central Institute of Indian Languages 
(CIIL), Mysuru works on protection, preservation and documentation 
of all the mother tongues/ languages of India spoken by less than 10,000 
people which are called endangered languages. 
 

➢ India’s First Global Bullion Exchange 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched the India International Bullion 

Exchange (IIBX), a first in the country and NSE IFSC-SGX Connect at 
Gandhinagar’s GIFT city, an international financial services hub set 
up by the Gujarat government outside the State capital. 
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✓ India is the world’s second biggest consumer of gold and the move to 
set up the IIBX is seen as India’s effort to bring transparency to the 
market for the precious metal. 
 

➢ Nationally Determined Contribution (NDC) 
✓ The Union Cabinet - approved the country’s updated Nationally 

Determined Contribution (NDC) under the Paris Agreement. 
✓ The NDC refers to voluntary climate action targets that aim to achieve 

long-term goal of reaching ‘net zero’ emission by 2070. 
✓ According to the updated NDC, India now stands committed to 

reducing emissions intensity of its GDP by 45% by 2030 from 2005 level, 
and achieving about 50% cumulative electric power installed capacity 
from non-fossil fuel-based energy resources by 2030. 

 
➢ World's Largest Floating Solar Power 
✓ World's largest floating solar power plant to be built in MP.  
✓ A floating solar power plant is going to be built in Madhya Pradesh's 

Khandwa, said to be the world's largest floating solar plant, it will 
generate 600 Megawatt power by 2022-23. 

✓ The project is estimated to be worth over 3000 crores. 
Recently, India's largest floating solar power project had become 
operational in Telangana. 
 

➢ Jagdeep Dhankhar 
✓ National Democratic Alliance candidate and former West Bengal 

Governor Jagdeep Dhankhar will be the 14th Vice-President of the 
country. 

✓ He secured 528 votes out of the 710 valid votes in the 16th Vice-
Presidential election held in Parliament. 

 
➢ Saksham Anganwadi and Poshan 2.0 
✓ The scheme has been approved by the government for implementation 

during the 15th Finance Commission period 202l-22 to 2025-26. 
✓ Saksham Anganwadi and Poshan 2.0 is an Integrated Nutrition 

Support Programme.  
✓ It seeks to address the challenges of malnutrition in children, 

adolescent girls, pregnant women and lactating mothers. 
 

➢ Kala-azar 
✓ India has set the target to eliminate Kala-azar from country by 2023. 
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✓ India’s target is way ahead than WHO’s target of eliminating the 
disease by 2030. 

✓ Kala Azar is also called as Leishmaniasis. The disease is caused due to 
parasite called Leishmania. 

✓ This parasite is transmitted via bite of sand flies. 
 

➢ India ki Udaan 
✓ Tech giant, Google – has launched a new project ‘India ki Udaan’ to 

capture important milestones achieved by India in its journey of 75 
years since Independence. 

✓ The vibrant online project ‘India ki Udaan’ showcases the contributions 
of Indians and the evolution of India since 1947 through its rich archives 
featuring artistic illustrations. 

 
➢ Badhe Chalo 
✓ The Ministry of Culture - has launched the ‘Badhe Chalo’ Campaign to 

instil a deeper sense of patriotism and to connect the youth of India. 
 

➢ India House at Paris Olympics 2024 
✓ Reliance Industries Ltd. (RIL) and Indian Olympic Association (IOA) 

- have announced a long-term partnership, which includes setting up 
the first-ever India House at Paris Olympics 2024. 
 

➢ Electricity (Amendment) Bill 2022 
The latest bill proposes multiple amendments to the Electricity Act 2003 
and also lays the groundwork for the privatization of electricity. 
 

➢ 2G Ethanol Plant 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi – inaugurated a Rs.900 crore plant in 

Haryana for producing ethanol from farm waste using indigenously 
developed 2G (second generation) technology. 

✓ According to the PM who addressed the gathering through video-
conferencing, this technology would help Delhi and its neighbourhood 
to reduce air pollution due to burning of farm stubble.

✓ Tech giant, Microsoft - has partnered with Ministry of Skill 

Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE), and Capacity Building 
Commission (CBC) to impart future-ready skills to the country’s civil 
servants.  

✓ The partnership aims to enhance the functional computer literacy of 
nearly 2.5 million civil servants of Government of India. 
 

➢ State University Research Excellence (SERB-SURE) 
✓ The Science and Engineering Research Board (SERB) - has launched a 

new scheme titled “State University Research Excellence (SERB-
SURE)” recently. 

✓ The scheme provides research support to active researchers in frontier 
areas of science, engineering, and quantitative social science, belonging 
to state and private universities and colleges. 
 

➢ Panch Pran 
✓ Addressing the country from the ramparts of the Red Fort in New Delhi 

on the 76th Independence Day, the Prime Minister gave a call for setting 
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big resolutions and spelled out “Panch Pran” (five resolves) to fulfil the 
dreams of freedom fighters for the country by 2047, the centenary of 
Independence. 

✓ The Prime Minister said Indians should focus on the five pledges — a

✓ Goa and Union Territory of Dadra & Nagar Haveli and Daman & Diu 

(D&NH and D&D) - have become the country’s first ‘Har Ghar Jal’ 
(water to every household) certified state and UT respectively. 
 

➢ ODF Plus Villages 
✓ India has achieved the milestone of more than one lakh (1,01,462) ODF 

Plus villages. The top five performing states are Telangana, Tamil 
Nadu, Odisha, Uttar Pradesh, and Himachal Pradesh. 

✓ Maximum number of villages has been declared as ODF (Open 
Defecation Free) plus in these states. 

✓ In 2014, PM Modi launched the Swachh Bharat Mission to make the 
country open defecation free.  
On 2 October 2019, rural India became open defecation free (ODF). 
 

➢ Hydrogen Fuel Cell Bus

✓ The Hydrogen fuel cell bus is developed by the CSIR - Council of

➢ AIIMS to Take Names of ‘Heroes’ 
✓ Over 20 All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) centres spread 

across India, now known based on their location, are set to get 
individual names. 

✓ The majority of the 23 AIIMS has submitted a list of names after the 
Union Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. 

✓ The AIIMS, New Delhi, the forerunner institute, was established in 
1956. Since then, 24 more institutes have been announced. As of January 
2022, 19 institutes are operating and five more are expected to become 
operational by 2025. 
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➢ Garba 
✓ India - has nominated the dance form ‘Garba’ to be inscribed on 

UNESCO's intangible cultural heritage list. 
✓ If approved, Garba dance will become the first intangible cultural 

heritage of Gujarat to be listed by UNESCO. 
✓ Garba is a form of dance, as well as a religious and social event.  

 
➢ National Health Authority (NHA) 
✓ The Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment - had signed a 

Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the National Health 
Authority (NHA) for providing a comprehensive medical package to 
transgender persons.  

✓ This is done by linking the SMILE (Support for Marginalised 
Individuals for Livelihood and Enterprise) scheme with the 
“Ayushman Bharat Scheme” of the Ministry of Health and Family 
Welfare. 

✓ With this, India will be the first country in the world to provide free-
of-cost facilities like cosmetic surgery to the transgender community 
under a government scheme. 
 

➢ One Nation, One Fertiliser’ (ONOF) 
✓ Union Minister for Chemical and Fertilisers Mansukh Mandaviya – said 

that ‘One Nation, One Fertiliser’ (ONOF) scheme will be implemented 
across the country from October 2, 2022. 

✓ As part of the initiative, crop nutrients will be sold under a single brand 
name, ‘Bharat’ irrespective of the manufacturing companies under the 
Centre’s fertilizer subsidy scheme, ‘Pradhanmantri Bharatiya 
Janurvarak Pariyojana’ (PM-BJP). 
 

➢ Azadi Quest 
✓ Union Minister of Information and Broadcasting, Anurag Thakur - 

launched 'Azadi Quest’, a series of online educational mobile games 
based on India’s freedom struggle. 

✓ Azadi Quest is a set of online games designed for players of all ages for 
interactive learning with fun gameplay. 
 

➢ Best Aspirational District 
✓ The NITI Aayog - has declared holy city of Haridwar in Uttarakhand as 

the best aspirational district in the country. 
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✓ The district has secured first rank in basic infrastructure theme and has 
been entitled to receive additional allocation of Rs. 3 crore for further 
development on five parameters under the aspirational districts 
programme. 

✓ The aspirational district programme was launched in January 2018 to 
quickly and effectively transform some of most underdeveloped 
districts of the country. 

 
➢ Battery Waste Management Rules, 2022 
✓ The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change - released 

the Battery Waste Management Rules, 2022 to ensure environmentally 
sound management of waste batteries. 

✓ The new rules, published on August 24, seek to replace Batteries 
(Management and Handling) Rules, 2001. 

✓ The rules are based on the concept of Extended Producer 
Responsibility (EPR) where the producers (including importers) of 
batteries are responsible for collection and recycling/refurbishment of 
waste batteries and use of recovered materials from wastes into new 
batteries. 
 

➢ Telangana Tops Inflation Charts at 8.32% 
✓ India’s retail inflation has been a bugbear for the economy since it 

surged past 6% in January. 
✓ While headline inflation measured by the Consumer Price Index has 

averaged 6.8% in the first seven months of 2022, well above the 6% 
upper tolerance threshold set by policy makers, consumers in 
Telangana, West Bengal and Sikkim faced the steepest spike in prices, 
with their combined retail inflation for rural and urban areas averaging 
8.32%, 8.06%, and 8.01%, respectively. 
 

➢ Wild Life (Protection) Amendment Bill, 2021 
✓ Provide for the implementation of the Convention on International 

Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES).  
✓ Empowers central government to regulate and stop the import, trade,

species, and a scientific authority to advise the government on it.  
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➢ National Integrated Database on Arrested Narco-offenders 
(NIDAAN) 

✓ Narcotics Control Bureau has developed India’s first database of 
arrested narcotics offenders  

✓ It is a part of the narcotics coordination mechanism (NCORD) portal.  
 

➢ National Automated Fingerprint Identification System (NAFIS) 
✓ National Automated Fingerprint Identification System (NAFIS) was 

inaugurated on August 16, 2022 by Amit Shah.  
✓ NAFIS has been developed by National Crime Records Bureau 

(NCRB). This System will help in disposal of cases in easy and quick 
manner by using centralized fingerprint database. 
 

➢ One Herb, One Standard 
The Ministry of Ayush and Ministry of Health & Family Welfare - 
have joined hands to achieve the ambitious “One Herb, One Standard”  

✓ The MoU seeks Inter-Ministerial cooperation for promotion and 
facilitation of “One Herb, One Standard”. 
 

➢ 30th Southern Zonal Council Meeting 
✓ Union Home Minister Amit Shah - inaugurated the 30th southern zonal 

council meeting of the south Indian states and Union Territories in 
Thiruvananthapuram on September 3, 2022. 

✓ Tamil Nadu Chief Minister M.K. Stalin, Kerala Chief Minister Pinarayi 
Vijayan, Karnataka Chief Minister Basavaraj Bommai and Telangana 
governor and Puducherry lieutenant governor (additional charge) 
Tamilisai Soundararajan attended the meeting. 
 

➢ Pradhan Mantri Schools For Rising India (PM-SHRI) 
✓ On September 5, PM Narendra Modi - announced that 14,500 schools 

across the country will be upgraded and developed as Pradhan Mantri 
Schools For Rising India (PM-SHRI). 

✓ PM Modi made the announcement on the occasion of Teachers’ Day. 
✓ These centrally-sponsored schools will showcase all components of 

the National Education Policy 2020 and act as exemplar schools and 
also offer mentorship to other nearby institutions.  
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➢ Kartavya Path  
✓ The government of India has announced to change the name of Rajpath 

and Central Vista lawns into Kartavya Path. The decision is said to shed 
remnants of the British colony in India. 

✓ The decision came after a special meeting on September 7, convened 
with the aim of renaming the Rajpath and Central Vista lawns. 
 

➢ Pradhan Mantri TB Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan 
✓ On September 9, President Droupadi Murmu – virtually launched an 

anti-TB campaign ‘Pradhan Mantri TB Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan’.  
✓ The President also launched the Nikshay Mitra initiative which forms a 

vital component of the TB elimination program. 
✓ The initiative of Nikshay Mitra is based on the concept of community 

support for TB extinction.  
✓ The National Tuberculosis Elimination Programme (NTEP), previously 

known as the Revised National Tuberculosis Control Programme 
(RNTCP), aims to strategically reduce the TB burden in India by 2025. 

 
➢ India's National Security Council Secretariat (NSCS) 
✓ India's National Security Council Secretariat (NSCS) and the UK 

government - successfully conducted a virtual ransomware drill for 26 
countries on September 6, 2022. 

✓ The exercise was part of the International Counter Ransomware 
Initiative (CRI)-Resilience Working Group which is being led by India 
under the leadership of National Cyber Security Coordinator (NCSC). 
 

➢ Cheetah Re-introduction Project  
✓ PM Narendra Modi will launch the Cheetah re-introduction project on 

17th September 2022.  
✓ He disclosed this at the inaugural meeting of the national conference for 

the Zoo Directors held in Bhubaneswar on 10 September 2022.  
✓ For the purpose, Cheetah will be brought from Namibia. 

This is for the first time that the Cheetah is being re-introduced after 
its disappearance from India in the 1950s. 
 

➢ India Becomes Power Surplus Nation  
✓ The country has become power surplus, we have connected the whole 

country into one grid, and strengthened the distribution system. 
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✓ These steps have increased the power availability to 22 hours in rural 
areas and 23.5 hours in urban areas. The next step is to take it to 24X7 
guaranteed power supply at affordable price. 
 

➢ Raktdaan Amrit Mahotsav 
✓ Raktdaan Amrit Mahotsav to start from September 17. 
✓ The countrywide mega blood donation drive is known as 'Raktdaan 

Amrit Mahotsav' which will continue till 1st October 2022 which is 
National Voluntary Blood Donation Day 

✓ According to the 2021 statistics, India's annual blood requirement is 
around 1.5 crore units. 
 

➢ India’s 1st Swachh Sujal Pradesh 
✓ Andaman and Nicobar Islands declared India’s 1st Swachh Sujal 

Pradesh. 
✓ Union Jal Shakti Minister Gajendra Singh Shekhawat has declared 

Andaman and Nicobar Islands as India's first Swachh Sujal Pradesh. 
✓ Now, all villages of Andaman and Nicobar Island have been certified as 

Har Ghar Jal and verified as open defecation free. 
 

➢ National Logistics Policy (NLP) 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched National Logistics Policy 

(NLP) on 17 September in New Delhi. The need for a National 
Logistics Policy was felt because of the high logistics costs in India as 
compared to other developed countries. 

✓ The National Logistics Policy will assist in lowering India's logistical 
expenses to increase the competitiveness of Indian goods in the global 
market.  
The National Logistics Policy will give a boost to the GatiShakti 
National Master Plan. 
 

➢ Kuno National Park (KNP) 
✓ PM Narendra Modi - released eight African cheetahs into a special 

enclosure at the Kuno National Park (KNP) in Madhya Pradesh. 
✓ This is the first time that wild southern African cheetahs will be 

introduced to India, or in Asia, or on any other continent. 
✓ Under the Species Recovery Program of the Government of India, 

species that become extinct are restored in their historic natural habitat. 
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➢ Kaushal Dikshant Samaroh 
✓ On September 17, Prime Minister, Narendra Modi - addressed the 

students of the Industrial Training Institutes at the first ever 
convocation of ITIs, ‘Kaushal Dikshant Samaroh’  

✓ During his virtual address, the PM stressed on the significance of 
“skilling, reskilling and upskilling” and urged the students to 
constantly innovate to make a smooth transition.

✓ The new features include segregation of complaints based on the nature 
of the complaint into their subject matters like Juvenile Justice, POCSO, 
Labour and Education. 
 

➢ Export Promotion Council (EPC) 
✓ The Centre – has approved the setting up of an Export Promotion 

Council (EPC) for Medical Devices under the aegis of the Department 
of Pharmaceuticals.  

✓ The move is expected to boost the exports of medical devices from India 
The Council will be headquartered in Greater Noida, Uttar Pradesh, 
with regional offices in Andhra Pradesh (in AMTZ, Visakhapatnam) 
and Telangana (in Hyderabad). 
 

➢ Chandigarh Airport to rename after Bhagat Singh 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi announced the decision to rename the 

Chandigarh airport after Shaheed Bhagat Singh. 
✓ The decision has been taken on September 25, 2022, as a tribute to the 

freedom fighter.

atrocities of the British rulers. 

✓ At the age of 23, he attained martyrdom. 
✓ He gave the slogan ‘Inquilab Zindabad.’ 

 
➢ Jaldoot 
✓ With the rapidly declining water table threatening to push many 

regions into drought, the Union government launched a mobile 
application — Jaldoot — jointly developed by the Rural Development 
and Panchayati Raj Ministries to monitor the groundwater levels 
across the country. 
 

➢ AgriAdapt 
✓ To combat the risks and challenges of climate change, the World 

Resources Institute (WRI) in collaboration with the National Agro 
Foundation (NAF) has developed a free online tool to help farmers 
plan their activities based on climatic conditions, both regionally and 
internationally. 
Through AgriAdapt, farmers can understand the conditions that impact 
their facilities to make more informed business decisions. 

 
➢ Operation Megh Chakra 
✓ The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) conducted searches at 59 

locations across 20 States and one Union Territory, as part of a pan-
India drive against the circulation and sharing of child sexual abuse 
material. 

✓ The operation code-named “Megh Chakra” was carried out following 
the inputs received from the Interpol’s Singapore special unit based on 
the information received from the authorities in New Zealand. 

 
➢ Popular Front of India (PFI) 
✓ On September 28, the government declared the Popular Front of India 

(PFI) and its associates, affiliates or fronts as “unlawful association” 
under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967, for five years.  
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✓ The PFI was found to be involved in cases relating to alleged terror 
activities, terror funding, terror training and radicalisation by its leaders 
and cadre.  

 
➢ Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY) 
✓ On September 28, the government - announced the extension of the

✓ This is the eighth phase of the scheme that provides 5kg free foodgrains 
to nearly 80 crore beneficiaries every month since the first wave of 
Covid-19 pandemic in March 2020.

✓ The Archaeological Survey of India (ASI) earlier this year discovered 

Buddhist caves and stupas, and Brahmi inscriptions, dating back to 
the 2nd century. 

✓ The Hindu temples from the 9th-11th centuries, and possibly the 
world’s largest Varaha sculpture also dating to the same period, at the 
Bandhavgarh Tiger Reserve in Madhya Pradesh. 

  
➢ Vande Bharat 2.0 
✓ Prime Minister Modi launched the new and upgraded version of Vande 

Bharat Express between Gandhinagar and Mumbai. 
✓ The new train can reach the maximum speed of 160 km per hour in 129 

seconds, around 16 seconds faster than the other Vande Bharat trains. 
✓ It needs to run almost a km less to reach the maximum speed. 

 
➢ 5th Rashtriya Poshan Maah 2022 
✓ Ministry of Women and Child Development is celebrating 5th 

Rashtriya Poshan Maah 2022 from 1st to 30th September 2022. 
✓ It’s a flagship programme of government of India to improve 

nutritional outcomes for pregnant women, lactating mother, children 
and adolescent Girls 

✓ It was launched by Prime Minister on the occasion of International 
Women’s Day on March 8, 2018. 

✓ POSHAN - “Prime Minister’s Overarching Scheme for Holistic

✓ Mission Poshan 2.0 is launched as a support initiative to strengthen 
nutritional content, delivery, outreach and outcomes that nurture 
health, wellness and immunity to disease and malnutrition.

✓ Under the “AVSAR” (Airport as Venue for Skilled Artisans Of The 

Region) scheme, an area of 100-200 square feet will be allocated to self-
help groups at each Airports Authority of India (AAI) operated 
airport.

✓ The Government - has rolled out a ‘National Action Plan for 

Mechanized Sanitation Ecosystem - NAMASTE scheme’ for cleaning of 
sewers and septic tank from August 17. 

✓ The scheme is a joint venture of Department of Drinking Water and 
Sanitation, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment and the 
Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs. 

✓ It aims to achieve outcomes like zero fatalities in sanitation work, no 
sanitation workers (SafaiMitras) come in direct contact with human 
faecal matter and all Sewer and Septic tank sanitation workers have 
access to alternative livelihoods. 
 

➢ One Nation, One Fertiliser 
✓ Central Government has ordered the implementation of the ‘One

➢ 152-year-old Colonial-Era Sedition Law 
✓ Supreme Court puts 152-year-old colonial-era sedition law on hold. 
✓ The Supreme Court has ordered that the 152-year-old sedition law 

under Section 124A of the Indian Penal Code should be effectively kept 
in abeyance till the Union Government reconsiders the provision. 

 
➢ On September 7, the Madras High Court – ordered the Tamil Nadu 

Public Service Commission (TNPSC) to implement the rule of 
reservation for the women’s category horizontally only and not 
vertically in public employment. 

✓ A Bench of Chief Justice MN Bhandari and Justice N Mala held that the 
Constitution prohibits discrimination in public employment on the 
basis of gender as per Article 16(2). 

✓ The Court held that the policy of the TNPSC to provide 30% 
reservation for women across all quotas will have be struck off as 
unconstitutional, if the authorities do not amend the process. 
 

➢ Medical Termination of Pregnancy Act 
✓ On September 29, the Supreme Court - ruled that every pregnant 

woman, regardless of her marital status, has the intrinsic right to choose 
to undergo abortion without any consent or authorisation from a third 
party. 

✓ A bench of Justices D Y Chandrachud, A S Bopanna and J B Pardiwala 
held that unmarried or single women can seek safe abortion of 
pregnancies up to 24 weeks under the Medical Termination of 
Pregnancy Act and rules thereunder. 
The ruling, incidentally delivered on World Safe Abortion Day, 
emphasises female autonomy in deciding abortion.

✓ Monkeypox is a rare disease caused by infection with Monkeypox virus, 

belonging to the Orthopoxvirus genus in the family Poxviridae, that 
does not spread easily between people.

✓ Mack Rutherford, who turned 17 during the trip, landed near Bulgaria’s 

capital, Sofia, to complete his task and to claim two Guinness World 
Records. 

 
➢ World’s Lowest Fertility Rate 
✓ South Korea - broke its own record for the world’s lowest total fertility 

rate last year, as per the census data released. 
 

➢ Hydrogen Trains 
✓ Germany becomes the first nation to launch hydrogen trains. 
✓ Germany inaugurated the world's first hydrogen-powered train, 

Coradia iLint, on 24 August 2022. 
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✓ A total of 14 hydrogen power trains will operate on a regional route in 
Germany.  Manufactured by Alstom, these trains will only emit steam 
and condensed water while operating with a low level of noise. 

 
➢ Liz Truss 
✓ UK Foreign Minister and Conservative Party leader Liz Truss - was 

elected as the next UK Prime Minister on September 5. 
✓ Liz Truss defeated her rival, former finance minister Rishi Sunak, to win 

the Tory leadership contest. 
✓ Truss got 57.4% share of the members’ vote against Sunak’s 42.6%.  

 
✓ Liz Truss is the third female Prime Minister in Britain, after Margaret 

Thatcher and Theresa May. 
 

➢ King Charles III 
✓ King Charles III - was officially proclaimed monarch on September 10 in 

the first accession council ceremony to be held in 70 years.  
✓ The ceremony, a highly choreographed ritual which dates back to at 

least 1837, was held at St. James’s Palace, a Tudor royal residence near 
Buckingham Palace.  

✓ Charles became the new monarch automatically upon the death of his 
mother, Queen Elizabeth II. 
 

➢ Hungary 
✓ On September 15, members of the European Parliament – declared in a 

non-binding report that Hungary was no longer a "full" democracy, but 
a hybrid regime of electoral autocracy. 

✓ A resolution was passed against Hungary with the support of 433 
members, while 123 members voted against the resolution with 28 
abstentions. 
The lawmakers raised concerns about Hungary’s constitutional and 
electoral systems, judicial independence, possible corruption, public 
procurement irregularities, LGBTQ+ rights, as well as media, academic 
and religious freedoms. 
 

➢ India has overtaken China as largest bilateral lender for Sri Lanka  
✓ India has provided a total of 968 million US dollars in loans to Sri 

Lanka in four months of 2022. In the past five years from 2017-2021, the 
largest bilateral lender to Sri Lanka has been China. 
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✓ According to India's Permanent Representative to the UN, Ruchira 
Kamboj, India had provided nearly 4 billion dollars in the form of food 
and financial assistance to Sri Lanka. 

 
➢ Green Fins Hub 
✓ The United Nations Environmental Programme (UNEP) – has launched 

the world’s first-ever global digital platform ‘Green Fins Hub’ to boost 
sustainable marine tourism. 

✓ It has been launched along with UK-based charity Reef-World 
Foundation. 

✓ The platform will help diving and snorkelling operators worldwide to 
make simple, cost-efficient changes to their daily practices by utilising 
standard solutions. 

✓  
➢ Giorgia Meloni 
✓ Giorgia Meloni - is set to become Italy's first woman Prime Minister 

after a massive win at the elections held on September 25. 
✓ It will also be the first time the nation will be under the most right-wing 

government since World War II and the fascist leader Benito Mussolini.

➢ India-Australia Economic Cooperation and Trade Agreement 
✓ Commerce and industry minister Piyush Goyal and his Australian 

counterpart  Dan Tehan - will sign the India-Australia Economic 
Cooperation and Trade Agreement (ECTA) in a virtual ceremony on 
April 2, 2022. 

✓ The agreement covering trade in goods and services, is a balanced and 
equitable pact that aims to further strengthen the strategic relations 
between the countries. 

 
➢ 4th India-US 2+2 Ministerial Dialogue 
✓ The fourth India-US 2+ 2 Ministerial Dialogue will be held on 11 April 

2022. 
✓ The Indian delegation is being led by Home Minister Rajnath Singh 

and External Affairs Minister Jaishankar. 
✓ The US will be represented by Secretary of State Antony Blinken and 

Secretary of Defence Llyod Austin. 
 

➢ India and Finland 
✓ India and Finland – have announced the launch of Indo-Finnish Virtual 

Network Centre on Quantum Computing and signed a formal MoU to 
that effect.  

✓ The Indian side has identified three premier institutes - IIT Madras, 
IISER Pune and C-DAC Pune for the Virtual Network Centre on 
Quantum Computing. 

➢ India and Maldives - Transmission Interconnection  
✓ Union Minister for Power and New and Renewable Energy R. K. Singh 

met Aminath Shauna, Minister of Environment, Climate Change and 
Technology, Maldives on 26 April 2022. 

✓ Both leaders proposed two MoU – one on Energy cooperation and 
another on transmission interconnection under One Sun, One World, 
One Grid. 

 
➢ India and European Union 
✓ India and European Union – have agreed to set up a Joint Trade and 

Technology Council to deepen their strategic relationship. 
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✓ The agreement on the launch of the council was reached at a meeting 
between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and the president of the 
European Commission Ursula von der Leyen recently on April 25. 

✓ The agreement assumes importance as the United States is the only 
other country that has a technical agreement with the EU similar to the 
one signed with India. 
 

➢ India-Germany InterGovernmental Consultations (IGC) 
✓ PM Narendra Modi reached Berlin, Germany on the first leg of his 

official visit to three European nations, on 1 May 2022. 
✓ Modi and German Chancellor Olaf Scholz will co-chair the 6th India-

Germany InterGovernmental Consultations (IGC). 
 

➢ Second India-Nordic Summit 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi - participated in the Second India-

Nordic Summit at Copenhagen in Denmark  
✓ The Prime Ministers of Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Sweden and Norway 

took part in the Summit. 
✓ The Summit provided an opportunity to review the progress of the 

India-Nordic relations since the first India-Nordic Summit, which was 
held in 2018 in Stockholm. 

 
➢ Indo-Pacific Economic Framework for Prosperity (IPEF) 
✓ US President Joe Biden - launched the Indo-Pacific Economic 

Framework for Prosperity (IPEF) with India and 12 initial partner 
countries. 

 
➢ India, Namibia  
✓ India and Namibia signed a memorandum of understanding (MoU) on 

July 20, 2022 on wildlife conservation and sustainable utilization of 
biodiversity,  

✓ Under the MoU, the two countries will collaborate to reintroduce 
cheetah in the country. Cheetah was declared extinct in India in 1952.  
Under the agreement, the first batch of cheetah comprising four male 
and four female cheetahs will arrive from Namibia in India in August. 

 
➢ 4th India-Bangladesh Annual Defence Dialogue (ADD) 
✓ On August 11, India and Bangladesh - agreed to further step up their

✓ The two-stage Agni-IV surface-to-surface missile was flight-tested for 
its “entire range” from the Dr APJ Abdul Kalam Island, earlier known 
as Wheeler Island, off the Odisha coast,  
 

➢ SAMPRITI-X 
✓ Military exercise ‘SAMPRITI-X’ between India and Bangladesh is being 

conducted at Jashore Military Station in Bangladesh from 05 June to 16 
June 2022. 

✓ ‘SAMPRITI-X’ is a bilateral defence cooperation exercise to strengthen 
and widen the aspects of interoperability and cooperation. 

 
➢ IND-INDO CORPAT 
✓ The 38th India-Indonesia Coordinated Patrol (IND-INDO 

CORPAT) between the Indian Navy Units of Andaman & Nicobar 
Command (ANC) and Indonesian Navy is being conducted from June 
13 to 24 2022 in the Andaman Sea and Straits of Malacca. 
 

➢ Prithvi-II 
✓ India - successfully carried out the night launch of Prithvi-II short range 

ballistic missile from an integrated test range in Chandipur, Odisha. 
Prithvi-II, a surface-to-surface missile with a strike range of 350 km, is 
capable of carrying 500-1,000 kilogram of warheads and is powered by 
liquid propulsion twin engines. 
 

➢ Ex Khaan Quest 2022 
✓ Indian Army – is participating in a multinational peacekeeping 

exercise “Ex Khaan Quest 2022” being held in Mongolia. 
✓ The exercise features participation of military contingents from 16 

countries, including India. 
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The 14-day exercise, which commenced on June 6, is aimed at enhancing 
interoperability, building military to military relationships, developing 
peace support operations and military readiness among participating 
nations. 

 
➢ ABHYAS 
✓ The Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) - has 

successfully tested the indigenous ‘ABHYAS’ – a High-speed 
Expendable Aerial Target (HEAT) in Odisha on June 29, 2022. 

✓ The test took place at the Integrated Test Range (ITR), Chandipur off the 
coast of Bay of Bengal in Odisha.  

 
➢ Dunagiri 
✓ Union Defence Minister Rajnath Singh - launched the second P17A 

stealth frigate ‘Dunagiri’ into the Hooghly river in Kolkata. 
✓ During the launch, the Defence Minister said that ‘Dunagiri’ would be a 

world-class stealth frigate with multidimensional capabilities to destroy 
enemies from sea, sky, and underwater. 
 

➢ INS Sindhudhvaj 
✓ INS Sindhudhvaj - was decommissioned at Visakhapatnam after 

serving the country for 35 years on July 16, 2022. 
✓ The Sindhudhvaj submarine had many firsts during its service, 

including operationalisation of the indigenised sonar USHUS, 
Indigenised Satellite Communication systems Rukmani and MSS, 
Inertial Navigation System and Indigenised Torpedo Fire Control 
System. 
INS Sindhudhvaj was a Kilo-class submarine acquired from Russia in 
1987. 
 

➢ INS Vikrant 
India’s first indigenous aircraft carrier (IAC), INS Vikrant – has been 
delivered to the Indian Navy by the Cochin Shipyard on July 28.  

✓ The 45,000-tonne warship INS Vikrant, built at a cost of almost Rs.20,000 
crore, is likely to be commissioned on August 15. 

✓ India currently operates a solitary aircraft carrier, INS Vikramaditya, 
bought second-hand from Russia for $2.33 billion. 
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➢ Gun Hill 
✓ A mountain peak, Point 5140, at Dras in Kargil - has been renamed 

‘Gun Hill’ to mark the victory and sacrifices of the Indian Armed Forces 
during Operation Vijay. 

✓ The move seeks to honour the crucial role played by the Regiment of 
Artillery in the victory of the Indian armed forces during the 1999 
conflict with Pakistan.  

✓ The ceremony was conducted in the presence of veterans from all 
Artillery Regiments, which got the honour title ‘Kargil’ in Operation 
Vijay. 

 
➢ Ex VINBAX 2022 
✓ The 3rd edition of Vietnam-India Bilateral Army Exercise “Ex VINBAX 

2022” is conducted at Chandimandir, Haryana from August 1 to 20, 
2022. 

✓ The theme of Ex VINBAX 2022 is the “Employment and deployment of 
an Engineer Company and a Medical Team as part of United Nations 
Contingent for Peace Keeping Operations”. The exercise will further 
strengthen the bilateral relations between India and Vietnam. 
 

➢ AL NAJAH-IV 
✓ The 4th Edition of India-Oman Joint Military Exercise ‘AL NAJAH-

IV’ begins in Rajasthan at the Foreign Training Node of Mahajan Field 
Firing Ranges. 

✓ The exercise takes place between contingents of the Indian Army and 
the Royal Army of Oman from August 01 to 13, 2022. The 3rd edition of 
Ex AL NAJAH IV was held at Muscat from 12 to 25 March 2019. 
 

➢ Pitch Black 
✓ India - will dispatch four Sukhoi-30MKI fighter jets, a C-17 

Globemaster-III strategic airlifter and an IL-78mid-air refuelling aircraft 
for the major ‘Pitch Black’ air combat exercise.  

✓ The exercise to be hosted by Australia this month will feature around 
100 aircraft and 2,500 military personnel from 17 nations.  

✓ Apart from Australia and India, this year’s Pitch Black exercise will see 
the US, UK, Canada, France, Germany, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, 
Netherlands, New Zealand, the Philippines, Republic of Korea, 
Singapore, Thailand and the UAE. 
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➢ Navy’s Women Pilots Chart a New Course 
✓ This first-of-its-kind independent maritime mission showcased Nari 

Shakti. 
✓ Five officers of the Indian Navy created history by completing the first 

all-woman independent maritime reconnaissance and surveillance 
mission in the Arabian Sea, onboard a Dornier-228 aircraft. 

✓ “The women officers received months of ground training and 
comprehensive mission briefings in the run-up to this historic sortie,” 
the Navy said. The aircraft was captained by the Mission Commander, 
Lt. Cdr. Aanchal Sharma, with pilots Lt. Shivangi and Lt. Apurva Gite, 
and Tactical and Sensor Officers Lt. Pooja Panda and Sub Lt. Pooja 
Shekhawat. 
 

➢ Skylight 
✓ The Army - has conducted a major pan-India exercise codenamed 

‘Skylight’ recently. 
✓ The exercise was launched to test the operational readiness and 

robustness of its hi-tech satellite communication systems in the event 
of an attack by an adversary. 
The Army activated all its satellite communication assets from Ladakh 
to Andaman and Nicobar Islands during the Skylight exercise from July 
25 to 29. 
 

➢ Vajra Prahar 
✓ On August 8, India and the US - kicked off the ‘Vajra Prahar’ combat 

exercise between their elite Special Forces in Himachal Pradesh.  
✓ The exercise is being held at the Special Forces Training School in 

Bakloh from August 8 to 28.  This is the 13th edition of the Vajra Prahar 
exercise. 
 

➢ ‘Him Drone-a-thon’ Programme  
✓ The Indian Army has launched the Him Drone-a-thon programme in 

collaboration with the Drone Federation of India. The initiative is in 
line with self-reliance in defence manufacturing. 

✓ It is aimed at providing opportunities to the Indian drone ecosystem to 
develop path-breaking drone capabilities for meeting the requirements 
of frontline troops. 
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➢ First Repair of a US Navy Ship 
✓ US Navy Ship arrived to Katupalli Shipyard of L&T at Ennore, 

Chennai to undertake repairs and maintenance. 
✓ This adds a new strategic dimension to India-US military partnership. 
✓ A US Navy Ship is being repaired for the first time in an Indian 

shipyard. 
India had proposed during India-US 2+2 dialogue in April 2022 for US 
Navy to avail services and expertise of Indian Shipyards. 
 

➢ Udarashakti 
On August 12, Indian Air Force - left for Malaysia to participate in a 
bilateral air combat exercise named 'Udarashakti' to be held at Kuantan 
airbase. 

✓ This is the first bilateral exercise being conducted between Indian Air 
Force and Royal Malaysian Air Force RMAF. 

✓ Indian Air Force is participating in the air exercise with four Sukhoi-
30MKI fighter jets, a C-17 Globemaster-III strategic-lift aircraft and an 
IL-78 mid-air refueller while the RMAF will be flying Russian-origin 
Sukhoi-30MKM aircraft. 
 

➢ F-INSAS 
✓ Defence Minister of India, Rajnath Singh handed over to the Indian 

Army the much-awaited Future Infantry Soldier as a System (F-
INSAS) at the unveiling ceremony of various defence and strategic 
systems held in Delhi. 

✓ The full gear of the F-INSAS includes an AK-203 assault rifle, which is a 
Russian-origin gas-operated, magazine-fed, select-fire assault rifle. 
 

➢ VL-SRSAM Missile 
✓ Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) and Indian 

Navy successfully flight-tested the indigenously designed and 
developed Vertical Launch Short Range Surface-to-Air Missile (VL-
SRSAM) from the Integrated Test Range (ITR) in Chandipur off the 
coast of Odisha. 

✓ The flight test was carried out from a naval ship against a high-speed 
unmanned aerial target for demonstration of vertical launch capability. 
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➢ Project Zorawar 
✓ The Indian Army – has launched the induction of indigenous light 

tanks for quicker deployment and movement in high altitude areas 
under ‘Project Zorawar’. 

✓ These tanks will be used to counter Chinese deployment of a large 
number of similar armoured tanks along the Line of Actual Control 
(LAC). 

✓ The project has been named ‘Zorawar’ after the legendary Zorawar 
Singh Kahluria — a military general who served under Jammu’s Dogra 
king Raja Gulab Singh — known as the ‘Conquerer of Ladakh’.  
 

➢ SAREX-2022 
✓ The 10th National Maritime Search & Rescue Exercise (SAREX-2022) -

was inaugurated by defence secretary Ajay Kumar on August 27.  
✓ The two-day exercise which is conducted under the banner of National 

Maritime Search and Rescue Board is hosted by the Indian Coast 
Guard.  

✓ The exercise is being attended by 24 observers from 16 friendly foreign 
countries. 
The theme of this edition of biennial exercise is “Capacity Building 
Towards Marine Passenger Safety”. 
 

➢ INS Vikrant   
✓ PM Modi commissioned the first indigenous aircraft carrier INS 

Vikrant on 2 September 2022 at Cochin Shipyard Limited in Kochi. 
✓ He also unveiled the new Naval Ensign (Nishaan). 
✓ The nation’s largest warship, weighing 45,000 tonnes, has finished a 

year of sea trials. The warship’s construction cost Rs 20,000 crore. 
✓ Following the construction of INS Vikramaditya, this is the country’s 

second aircraft carrier. 
 

➢ Exercise Vostok - 2022 
✓ Exercise Vostok - 2022 began at the training ground in the Eastern 

Military District of Russia. The multilateral strategic and command 
exercise will run from September 01 to September 07, 2022. 

✓ The exercise will involve over 50,000 troops from China, India, and 
several other countries. The Indian Army contingent consists of soldiers 
from the 7/8 Gorkha Rifles. 
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➢ Drone-based Tear Smoke Launcher 
✓ In a first, the Border Security Force (BSF) has developed a drone-based 

tear smoke launcher to control riots and other crowd control situations. 
 

➢ The Indian Navy – New Ensign 
✓ The Indian Navy – has got a new ensign inspired by the octagonal 

royal seal of Maratha ruler Chhatrapati Shivaji. 
✓ The former ensign featured a St Georges Cross with the Tricolour in the 

canton, a remnant of the pre-Independence colonial era.  
✓ The new white ensign has two constituents - the national flag in the 

upper left canton, and a navy blue-gold octagon at the centre of the fly 
side.  

✓ The octagon has twin golden octagonal borders encompassing the 
golden national emblem with ‘Satyamev Jayate’ in blue Devanagari 
script resting atop an anchor and superimposed on a shield. 

✓ Below the shield, within the octagon, is a gold border ribbon and a 
navy-blue background with the Navy’s motto ‘Sam No Varunah’ 
inscribed in golden Devanagari script. 
 

➢ LCA Tejas Mark 2 Multirole Fighter Jet 
✓ The Prime Minister Narendra Modi-led Cabinet Committee on Security 

(CCS) – has recently approved the project to develop LCA Tejas Mark 2 
multirole fighter jet, a more capable and powerful version of the 
indigenous aircraft. 

✓ While the Tejas Mark-1 is a lightweight aircraft, the Tejas Mark-2 will be 
a medium-weight aircraft and has been designed to be used for 
offensive operations in enemy territories. 
 

➢ Quick Reaction Surface to Air Missile (QRSAM) 
✓ Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) and Indian 

Army have successfully completed six flight-tests of Quick Reaction 
Surface to Air Missile (QRSAM) system from Integrated Test Range 
(ITR) Chandipur off the Odisha coast. 

✓ The flight tests were conducted as part of evaluation trials by the Indian 
Army. 
 

➢ Taragiri 
✓ Taragiri’, the third stealth frigate of the Indian Navy’s Project 17A, 

was launched in Mumbai, the Mazagon Dock Shipbuilders 
(MDL) said. 
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✓ This ship has been built using an integrated construction methodology 
which involves hull block construction in different geographical 
locations and integration and erection on the slipway at the MDL. 
 

➢ Parvat Prahar 
✓ Indian Army – is conducting a 20-day long exercise ‘Parvat Prahar’ in 

the Ladakh sector at an altitude of 14,000 feet. 
✓ Army Chief General Manoj Pande recently visited the Ladakh sector to 

review the exercise. 
✓ The exercise saw the deployment of an all new major induction of the 

Army. 
Parvat Prahar is being conducted by the One Strike Corps of the Indian 
Army. 

 
➢ JIMEX 
✓ India and Japan - are now conducting the bilateral ‘JIMEX’ naval 

combat exercise in the Bay of Bengal. 
✓ In the meantime, an Indian warship and maritime patrol aircraft have 

also reached Australia to take part in the multi-nation ‘Kakadu’ 
wargames .  

✓ The two exercises are the examples of India’s improved defence ties 
with the other ‘Quad’ countries Japan and Australia in a big way. 
 

➢ Exercise Kakadu 2022 (KA22) 
✓ The Exercise Kakadu 2022 (KA22) is a multinational exercise hosted by 

the Australian Navy in Darwin – the capital of Australia’s Northern 
Territory. 

✓ It will be held from September 12 to 24 this year by the Royal Australian 
Navy with the support from the Royal Australian Air Force. 

✓ This two-week long biennial maritime exercise brings together around 
3,000 personnel, 15 warships and more than 30 aircraft from 22 
countries. 

✓ The Indian Navy is being represented by INS Satpura and P8 I Maritime 
Patrol Aircraft. 

✓ The theme of this international exercise is ‘partnership, leadership 
and friendship’. 

 
➢ Abhyas-01/22 
✓ An Indo-US coast guard joint exercise called Abhyas-01/22 - was 

conducted off Chennai coast on September 19. 
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✓ The exercise involved various fleet manoeuvres, search and rescue, anti-
piracy operation and coordinated joint boarding of vessels at sea.  

✓ United States Coast Guard cutter Midgett, which is on a four-day visit, 
took part in the exercise. 
 

➢ 'Nistar' and ‘Nipun' 
✓ Indian Navy launched two Diving Support Vessels 'Nistar' and 

‘Nipun' in Visakhapatnam. 
Diving Support Vessels (DSVs) have been designed indigenously and 
built at Hindustan Shipyard Ltd, Vishakapatnam for the Indian Navy. 
These are first-of-its-kind ships developed in India.

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ECONOMY 

➢ Gross Tax Receipts 
The country’s gross tax receipts - reached a record high of Rs 27.1 lakh 
crore for 2021-22.  

✓ This was due to massive revenues from income, corporate taxes, 
customs and GST following a strong economic recovery and more tax-
compliance.  

✓ The higher collection also led to the highest tax-to-GDP ratio in 23 
years at 11. 7%.  

✓ Against the Union Budget estimates of Rs 22.2 lakh crore, the revenue 
receipts according to the pre-actual figures totalled Rs 27.1 lakh crore  

✓ This shows a growth of 34% over last year’s revenue collection of Rs 
20. 3 lakh crore.  
 

➢ Egypt Accredited India as Wheat Supplier  
✓ Egypt is one of the biggest importers of wheat in the world. Currently, 

it imports the majority of wheat from Russia and Ukraine. Approval for 
India as a wheat supplier has created a new window of opportunity. 

✓ APEDA is trying to boost wheat exports to countries like Yemen, 
Afghanistan and Indonesia. 

 
➢ Asset Monetization 
✓ Government collected Rs 96,000 crore through asset monetization.  
✓ During FY 2022, the Government has surpassed its target of Rs 88,000 

crore by collecting 96,000 crores through asset monetization. 
✓ The list of assets to be monetized this year is being prepared by the 

NITI Aayog along with different ministries.  
 

➢ International Monetary Fund (IMF) 
✓ India’s economy - is estimated to grow by 8. 2% in the current fiscal 

year (2022-23), as per the latest forecast of International Monetary Fund 
(IMF). 

✓ Earlier, the agency has predicted a growth of 9% and the sharp drop in 
growth is attributed to the impact of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine. 

✓ In its latest World Economic Outlook (WEO) report, the IMF forecast 
India’s economy to grow by 6. 9% in 2023-24. 
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➢ GST- APRIL 
✓ The monthly collection under the Goods and Services Tax (GST) - has 

peaked to an all-time high of Rs 1.67 lakh crore in April 2022. 
✓ The gross GST collection has crossed the Rs 1.5 lakh crore-mark for the 

first time in April 2022 and Rs 1 lakh crore-mark for the tenth month in 
a row. 

✓ The growth in revenue collections in April, based on transactions in 
March, is the fastest pace of expansion since November 2021.  

. 
➢ Repo Rate 
✓ On May 4, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) - raised its key lending rate 

or repo rate by 40 basis points to 4.40% with immediate effect.  
✓ This was also the first instance of the Monetary Policy Committee 

(MPC) making an unscheduled increase in the repo rate. 
✓ The central bank also hiked the cash reserve ratio (CRR) by 50 basis 

points. 
 

➢ FDI Inflow ‘highest ever’ at $83.57 billion 
✓ The foreign direct investment (FDI) in the financial year 2021-22 has 

touched a “highest-ever” figure of $83.57 billion. 
✓ The Ministry of Commerce and Industry said this was “endorsement” 

of India’s status among global investors. 
 

➢ GDP likely grew only 3.5% in Q4: ICRA 
✓ India’s GDP growth may have slowed to 3.5% in the fourth quarter of 

2021-22, from 5.4% in the October to December 2021 quarter, rating 
agency ICRA has projected. 

✓ The economy’s Gross Value Added (GVA) is expected to rise even 
slower at 2.7% between January and March 2022, compared with 4.7% 
in the previous quarter. 

 
➢ FDI flow into T.N. rises 30.1% in 2021-22 
✓ Tamil Nadu ended the 2021-22 fiscal with foreign direct investment 

(FDI) of 22,396 crore, up by 30.1% from the 17,208 crore it received in 
2020-21. 

✓ In dollar terms, the FDI increased to about $3 billion in 2021-22 from 
about $2.3 billion in 2020-21, according to data from the Department for 
Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade under the Union Ministry of 
Commerce and Industry. 
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➢ Fiscal Deficit Improved to 6.7% in FY22 
✓ Fiscal deficit improved to 6.71% of the FY22 GDP over the revised 

budget estimate of 6.9% mainly on account of higher tax realisation. 
✓ Unveiling the revenue-expenditure data of the Union government, the 

Controller General of Accounts (CGA) said that the fiscal deficit in 
absolute terms was 15,86,537 crore (provisional). The Finance Ministry 
had in February estimated the deficit at 15,91,089 crore or 6.9% of GDP. 

 
➢ GDP Growth Forecast 
✓ The World Bank cut India’s economic growth forecast for the current 

fiscal to 7.5%, as rising inflation, supply-chain disruptions and 
geopolitical tensions dampen recovery. 

✓ The World Bank has slashed its growth forecast for India for the current 
financial year to 7.5 percent, a hefty 1.2 percentage points down from its 
previous forecast of 8.7 percent. 
 

➢ Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) 
✓ On June 8, the RBI’s six-member monetary policy committee (MPC) - 

voted unanimously to raise the policy repo rate by 50 basis points (half a 
percentage point) to take it to 4.9% in a bid to contain inflation. 

✓ The RBI’s action will push up the cost of mortgages as more than 90% of 
bank home loans are linked to the repo rate. 

✓ The real GDP growth rate for the year has been retained at 7.2%. 
 

➢ World Economic Outlook 
✓ The Indian economy - is estimated to grow by 7.4% in current fiscal 

(2022-23), according to the latest World Economic Outlook of the 
International Monetary Fund (IMF). 

 
✓ This is sharply lower than the agency’s earlier forecast of 8. 2% due to 

the impact of war in Ukraine, surging inflationary pressures and rapid 
interest rate hikes.  

✓ The latest projections by the IMF enable India to retain its fastest 
growing major economy tag for the current fiscal year and the next.  

 
 

➢ TIN 2.0 Platform 
✓ Kerala-based Federal Bank - has become India’s first bank to list its 

Payment Gateway platform on the income tax department’s TIN 2.0 
platform. 
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✓ The TIN 2.0 platform went live on July 1 this year and the "Payment 
Gateway" has been enabled for transactions. 

✓ The payment gateway provides one more payment option to taxpayers, 
who can now make their payments with ease, using modes such as 
credit/ debit card, UPI, NEFT/RTGS and internet banking. 

 
➢ National Statistical Office (NSO) 
✓ The Indian economy – registered the growth at the quickest pace in the 

last one year, as per the data released by the National Statistical Office 
(NSO) on August 31. 

✓ The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in the first quarter (April-June) of 
this fiscal year grew by 13.5%, as against a 20.1% growth seen during 
the same period last year following the pandemic-driven slump. 

✓ The growth of 13.5% is the fastest in the last three quarters - 4.1% in the 
previous quarter (Q4FY22), 5.4% in the December 2021 quarter of FY22, 
and 8.4% in September 2021 quarter. 
 

➢ India - Fifth-Largest Economy 
✓ India has overtaken the UK to become the fifth-largest economy in the 

world. Economists and business executives anticipated that India’s 
position would continue to improve in the years to come due to greater 
economic growth. 
The United States, China, Japan, and Germany are the only nations with 
economies larger than India’s. The UK is currently in sixth place, just 
behind India. 
 

➢ Fitch Ratings 
✓ Fitch Ratings - slashed its projection of India's economic growth to 7% 

for current fiscal year, citing elevated inflation levels and higher interest 
rates.  

✓ The agency has released its Global Economic Outlook September 2022 
on September 15. 

✓ In June, Fitch had projected India's GDP to grow by 7.8% in 2022-23. 
The rating agency had also forecasted a slowdown in growth to 6.7% in 
FY24 from its earlier estimate of 7.4%. 
 

➢ FM urges World Bank Arm IFC to Raise Lending to India 
✓ Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has urged the World Bank’s 

private sector investment arm, the International Finance Corporation 
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(IFC), to increase lending to India to more than $2 billion in the next 
two years and to $3-3.5 billion over the next three-four years. 

✓ Makhtar Diop, Managing Director of IFC, who met Ms. Sitharaman on 
Monday, said the corporation would adopt ‘a proactive approach’ to 
scale up its India investments and would extend financing to micro, 
small and medium enterprises (MSMEs) in order to bolster the 
country’s ‘effort to become a manufacturing hub’. 
 

➢ Asian Development Bank (ADB) 
✓ The Asian Development Bank (ADB) - has lowered its 2022-23 economic 

growth outlook for India. 
✓ The move follows slower global demand and rising interest rates to 

manage inflationary pressures from elevated prices of oil and other 
commodities.  

✓ ADB forecasts growth of 7% for fiscal 2022-23 in an update of its Asian 
Development Outlook as against a projection of 7.5% in April.  
The growth outlook for 2023-24 has also been revised down to 7.2% 
from the earlier 8.0%. 
 

➢ Global Fintech Fest 2022 
✓ RBI Governor Shaktikanta Das - launched three key initiatives during 

the Global Fintech Fest 2022. 
✓ The initiatives launched include RuPay Credit Card on UPI, UPI LITE 

and Bharat BillPay Cross-Border Bill Payments. 
It was organized from September 19 to 22 with the theme “Creating A 
Sustainable Financial World – Global, Inclusive, Green” in Mumbai.

➢ UN Chief Names an Indian in Climate Team 
✓ Arunabha Ghosh, CEO of the Delhi-based Council for Energy 

Environment and Water, has been appointed a member of a high-level 
group constituted by United Nations Secretary General, Antonio 
Guterres, to bolster action against global warming. 

✓ Mr. Ghosh is among three Asians, and the only South Asian, serving on 
the expert group. 

  
➢ Ketanji Brown Jackson 
✓ In a landmark decision in American history, the United States Senate - 

confirmed Ketanji Brown Jackson as the first Black woman to sit in the 
country’s Supreme court on April 7. 

 
➢ New UPSC Chairman 
✓ Eminent scholar-academician Manoj Soni new UPSC chairman. 
✓ Currently a Member of the Union Public Service Commission (UPSC), 

Dr Manoj Soni has been appointed the chairman of the country’s 
premier government recruiting agency. 

 
➢ A.K. Sood  
✓ Ajay Kumar Sood has been appointed Principal Scientific Adviser (PSA) 

to the Union government  
✓ He is a member of the Science, Technology and Innovation Advisory 

Council (PM-STIAC). 
 

➢ NITI Aayog - New Vice-Chairman 
✓ The government appointed Suman K. Bery as the vice-chairman of the 

NITI Aayog following the resignation of Rajiv Kumar. 
✓ Mr. Bery will take charge from May 1, 2022. 

 
➢ Emmanuel Macron 
✓ Emmanuel Macron - was re-elected as President of France on April 24, 

beating rival Marine Le Pen for another five years in office. 
✓ With the win, Macron became the first president to win a second term 

since Jacques Chirac in 2002. 
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➢ John Lee 
✓ On May 8, Hong Kong - formally confirmed John Lee as its next leader 

after an uncontested election.  
✓ John Lee is a Chinese-backed hardline security chief who oversaw a 

crackdown on Hong Kong’s pro-democracy movement. 
 

➢ Rajiv Kumar  
✓ Election Commissioner Rajiv Kumar would take charge as the Chief 

Election Commissioner (CEC). 
 

➢ Katalin Novak 
✓ Katalin Novak – assumed office as Hungary’s first female president for 

a five-year term on May 10. 
✓ Novak, a former member of the government as minister without 

portfolio for family affairs, is also the country’s youngest President at 44 
years of age. 

 
➢ Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed Al Nahyan 
➢ The UAE’s federal council - elected Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed Al 

Nahyan, commonly referred to as MbZ, as the country’s president on 
May 14. 

✓ He has replaced Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed Al Nahyan, who died at the 
age of 73 on May 13. 

 
➢ Yoon Suk-yeol 
➢ Yoon Suk-yeol - was sworn in as the South Korean president in a 

ceremony at Seoul's National Assembly recently on May 10, 2022. 
✓ The 61-year old Yoon of the main conservative People Power Party had 

won a tight election in March 2022 to helm the world’s 10th largest 
economy. 

 
➢ Elisabeth Borne 
✓ Elisabeth Borne - was appointed France’s new prime minister on May 

16. 
✓ Borne is the second woman to hold the position after Edith Cresson, 

who was PM in 1991-1992 under Socialist President Francois Mitterrand. 
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➢ Anthony Albanese 
✓ Anthony Albanese - is set to become Australia's 31st Prime Minister 

after Labor Party registered victory against Scott Morrison's Liberal-
National coalition in Australia’s 2022 federal elections. 

 
➢ Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus 
✓ WHO director-general Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus - was 

reappointed to a second five-year term by the UN health agency’s 
member countries on May 24.  

✓ Tedros, a former government minister from Ethiopia, has directed 
WHO throughout its management of the global response to Covid-19.  

 
➢ Rajesh Bhushan  
✓ Health Secretary to head key World Health panel. 
✓ Union Health Secretary Rajesh Bhushan has been appointed chairperson 

of the Committee B at the 75th World Health Assembly (WHA). 
✓ This year, the panel will discuss and prepare report on many important 

issues which includes budget for the WHO, prevention of sexual 
exploitation and reforms. 

 
➢ Parameswaran Iyer 
✓ Retired civil servant Parameswaran Iyer - has been appointed as the 

new chief executive officer (CEO) of the government’s policy think 
tank Niti Aayog.  

✓ He will succeed Amitabh Kant, whose six-year tenure ends on June 30. 
✓ Parameswaran Iyer played a key role in the rollout of the Swachh

✓ Acting President Ranil Wickremesinghe has won the presidential

✓ He has been elected as the 9th executive president of Sri Lanka. 

For the first time in 44 years, the Sri Lanka's Parliament directly elected 
a president. 
 

➢ Dinesh Gunawardena 
✓ In Sri Lanka, Dinesh Gunawardena took the oath as Sri Lanka's new 

Prime Minister on 22 July 2022.

✓ Viswanathan Anand, the legendary Indian chess player and five-time 

world champion - has been elected as the deputy president of 
International Chess Federation (FIDE). 

✓ The elections to the world chess body, FIDE were held during the FIDE 
Congress, which is being conducted in Chennai alongside the 44th 
Chess Olympiad. 
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➢ N. Kalaiselvi 
✓ The Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) has, for the 

first time in its 80-year history, appointed a woman Director-General. 
✓ N. Kalaiselvi, currently Director of the CSIR-Central Electro Chemical 

Research Institute (CSIR-CECRI), Karaikudi, Tamil Nadu, will now lead 
the network of 38 laboratories and nearly 4,500 scientists, and has been 
appointed for two years, said a note from the Appointments Committee 
of the Union Cabinet.

retire on September 21.  
✓ Born on May 25, 1961, Justice Raja completed law degree at Madurai 

Government Law College and enrolled as an advocate on June 22, 1988.

Radhika Gupta and Ukrainian Vice Prime Minister and Minister of 
Digital Transformation Mykhailo Fedorov - were named by the World 
Economic Forum in its 2022 list of Young Global Leaders. 

 
➢ Kami Rita Sherpa 
✓ Nepal’s legendary climber Kami Rita Sherpa - has climbed the Mt 

Everest, the tallest peak in the world for a record 26th time, breaking 
his own previous record set last year. 

✓ Rita first scaled Everest back in 1994 and since then, has been making 
trips to the summit almost every year. 

 
➢ Devasahayam Pillai 
✓ Devasahayam Pillai - became the first Indian layman to be declared a 

saint by the Vatican on May 15. 
✓ The previous saints from the country were religious people, nuns and 

priests from the church. 
✓ Devasahayam Pillai was born a Hindu in Kanyakumari district of Tamil 

Nadu. 
 

➢ Kenton Cool 
✓ Kenton Cool, a 48-year-old British national - scaled the world’s highest 

peak Mount Everest for the 16th time. 
✓ With the achievement, Cool becomes the first non-Nepalese and the 

first British citizen to do so. 
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➢ Kshama Bindu 
✓ A woman from Gujarat, 24-year-old Kshama Bindu from Vadodara – is 

all set to marry herself on June 11 in an act of 'self-love' and 'self-
acceptance'. 

✓ Bindu's 'self-marriage' is possibly the first of its kind in Gujarat, and 
probably even India. 

✓ This type of rare relationship has been called 'sologamy', or ‘autogamy' 
indicating ‘marriage by a person to themselves’. 

 
➢ Kenichi Horie 
✓ An 83-year-old Japanese adventurer, Kenichi Horie – became the oldest 

person to successfully complete solo, nonstop voyage across the 
Pacific.  

✓ Kenichi arrived in the Kii Strait off Japan’s western coast, completing his 
trans-Pacific voyage in 69 days after leaving a yacht harbour in San 
Francisco in March. 

✓ In 1962, Kenichi became the first person in the world to successfully 
complete a solo nonstop voyage across the Pacific from Japan to San 
Francisco.  
 

➢ Britain’s Queen Elizabeth II 
✓ On June 12, Britain’s Queen Elizabeth II - overtook Thailand’s King to 

become the world's second-longest reigning monarch in history, after 
France’s Louis XIV. 

✓ UK celebrated the 96-year-old Queen’s Platinum Jubilee to mark 70 
years of reign with grand events. 

✓ Now the Queen has overtaken Thailand's King Bhumibol Adulyadej, 
who reigned for 70 years and 126 days between 1927 and 2016, to set 
another record. 
Louis XIV of France remains the longest-reigning monarch, with a 72-
year and 110-day reign from 1643 until 1715. 

 
➢ Khushi Patel 
✓ Khushi Patel, has been declared the winner of the Miss India 

Worldwide 2022.  
✓ It is the longest-running Indian pageant outside of India. 
✓ She is a biomedical student from the United Kingdom. 
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➢ Alluri Sitarama Raju 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi - unveiled a 30-feet bronze statue of 

Alluri Sitarama Raju at Bhimavaram in Andhra Pradesh’s East 
Godavari district on July 4, 2022. 

 
✓ Born on July 4, 1897, Alluri Sitarama Raju is remembered for his fight 

against the British, in order to safeguard the interests of the tribal 
communities in the Eastern Ghats region.  
 

➢ Sini Shetty  
✓ At the VLCC Femina Miss India grand finals, Sini Shetty of Karnataka 

was declared the winner of the Femina Miss India World 2022 title. 
✓ She will now participate in the 71 Miss World pageant as India's 

representative.  
 

➢ Gita Gopinath 
✓ India-born Gita Gopinath - became the first woman and second Indian 

to feature on the ‘wall of former chief economists’ of the International 
Monetary Fund (IMF). 

✓ The first Indian to achieve the honour was Raghuram Rajan who was 
chief economist and director of research of IMF between 2003 and 2006. 

✓ Gopinath was appointed as IMF chief economist in October 2018 and 
was later promoted as IMF’s first deputy managing director in 
December last year. 
 

➢ Pallavi Singh  
✓ India’s Pallavi Singh has won the Mrs Universe Divine Title at the 

finals held at Yeosu City, South Korea. 
✓ She hails from Kanpur, India, and has made her country proud in this 

contest that saw participation from 110 countries 
 

➢ Roshni Nadar Malhotra 
➢ HCL Technologies heiress Roshni Nadar Malhotra – has been named as 

the country’s wealthiest woman for a second straight year, with assets 
of over Rs 84,330 crore.  
The second place went to e-commerce firm Nykaa’s founder Falguni 
Nayar, who replaces Kiran Mazumdar-Shaw of Biocon to become the 
richest self-made woman in India with a wealth of Rs 57,520 crore.

✓ Archbishop of Hyderabad Diocese Dr Poola Anthony - officially became 

the first dalit to be appointed a cardinal on August 27.  
✓ Anthony, 60, was ordained as a priest in 1992 and was appointed bishop 

of Kurnool in 2008. 
 

➢ Gautam Adani 
✓ On August 30, Industrialist Gautam Adani - became the third richest 

person in the world, behind Teslas Elon Musk and Amazon’s Jeff Bezos. 
✓ Chairman of the Adani group, Adani is the first Asian to break into the 

top three of the Bloomberg billionaire index, which ranks the richest 
people on earth. 

 
➢ Dr Pandurang Khankhoje 
✓ On September 2, the statue of Indian agricultural scientist, Dr 

Pandurang Khankhoje – was installed in Mexico in the University of 
Chapingo, the oldest agricultural university in Latin America.  

✓ Dr Khankhoje (1883-1967) was an outstanding Indian revolutionary, 
scholar, agricultural scientist and statesman. 

✓ Mexico was the first country to recognize India as an independent 
country in 1947.

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SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY & ENVIRONMENT 

➢ Hottest March 
✓ The month of March 2022 – remained as the hottest March in India’s 

recorded history since 1901, as per the data of India Meteorological 
Department (IMD).  

✓ The month this year surpassed the all-time average maximum 
temperature record of March 2010.  

✓ India’s average monthly day temperature during the month in 2010 had 
surged to 33.09oC. March 2022, however, recorded 33.1oC as its average 
monthly day temperature, surpassing all past heat records for the 
month.  

 
➢ Geomagnetic Storm 
✓ A geomagnetic storm is expected to hit the Earth today on April 7. 
✓ The storm was caused by a filament eruption from the Sun on March 3 

rd. NOAA has categorized the geomagnetic storm as G1, which means 
that it is a minor storm. 

✓ A geomagnetic storm can cause fluctuations in power grids, have a 
minor impact on the satellites in the Low Earth Orbit and raise 
auroras to higher altitudes. 

 
➢ Near-Identical Twin - Jupiter 
✓ Astronomers - have discovered a planet that is nearly identical to 

Jupiter, circling a star 17,000 light-years away from the Earth. 
✓ The 5th planet in our solar system - the Jupiter – is known for its bright 

colours and dominated by a massive swirl of storm. 
✓ In terms of mass, the exoplanet, dubbed K2-2016-BLG-0005Lb, is nearly 

the same as Jupiter. 
 

➢ Polycentric Prosthetic Knee 
✓ The researchers from IIT Madras - launched the country's first 

indigenously developed polycentric prosthetic knee. 
✓ The newly developed knee can bend more, offers stability while 

walking and costs just one-fifth of imported devices. 
✓ Named 'Kadam' (footstep), the four-bar knee joint provides a knee bend 

of 160 degrees or more so users can sit in cramped places such as buses, 
autos and cabs.

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➢ Axiom-1 (Ax-1) Mission 
✓ In a historic development, the crew members of the Axiom-1 (Ax-1) 

mission - are all set to enter the International Space Station (ISS). 
✓ On April 8, the combined mission of the National Aeronautics and 

Space Administration (NASA) and Axiom Space was successfully 
launched to the International Space Station in SpaceX's Dragon capsule 
'Endeavour' atop a Falcon 9 rocket.  

✓ The mission is the first-ever all-private spaceflight to carry astronauts 
to the International Space Station. 

 
➢ Legal Rights to Wild Animals 
✓ Ecuador has become the first country to give legal rights to wild 

animals. 
 

➢ First made in India Dornier Aircraft 
✓ The Minister of Civil Aviation Jyotiraditya M. Scindia flagged off the 

first flight of Made in India HAL Dornier Do-228 on 12 April 2022. 
✓ The flight will be operational from Dibrugarh in Assam to Pasighat in 

Arunachal Pradesh and finally to Lilabari in Assam. 
 

➢ Mynvax: India’s Prospective Warm Vaccine 
✓ In India, a prospective vaccine against COVID-19 or SarsCov2 is being 

developed that doesn’t require refrigeration or stored in cold-chain 
storage. 

✓ This ‘warm’ vaccine is being developed by Mynvax laboratories, a 
Bengaluru-based company that was incubated at the Indian Institute 
of Science Bangalore. 

 
➢ Radio Aksh 
✓ India's first radio channel for visually-impaired people launched. 
✓ The country's first-ever radio channel for the visually impaired, named 

'Radio Aksh' has been launched in Nagpur. 
✓ It will help the visually-impaired gain seamless access to education 

resources and audiobooks. 
 

➢ Space Bricks 
✓ A team from the Indian Institute of Science (IISc) and the ISRO - has 

developed a new technique to make “space bricks” using Martian 
Simulant Soil (MSS). 
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✓ The team has demonstrated that Microbial Induced Calcite Precipitation 
(MICP) — where, under right conditions, certain bacteria precipitate 
calcium carbonate — can create bricks using MSS. 

✓ The discovery has the potential of aiding construction of future 
settlements on Mars.

✓ Scientists discovered a new species of shrimp in Lakshadweep. 

Scientists of ICAR-National Bureau of Fish Genetic Resources (NBFGR) 
have discovered a new species of shrimp. 

✓ This new species has been named ‘Actinimenes koyas’ in honour of the 
local community on the Lakshadweep islands. 

 
➢ ISRO 2024 Venus Mission  
✓ The Indian Space Research Organisation will send a spacecraft to 

orbit Venus to study what lies below its surface, the space body’s 
Chairperson S Somnath announced. 

✓ ISRO is expecting to launch the mission by December 2024 with an 
orbital manoeuvre planned for a year after that. 

 
➢ Slender Loris 
✓ Slender Loris, an endangered animal protected under Schedule 1 of the 

Wildlife Protection Act, 1972, is set to get enhanced protection and 
habitat conservation once Tamil Nadu issues a government order 
declaring the forest areas bordering Karur, Dindigul and Tiruchi 
districts a Slender Loris Wildlife Sanctuary. 

 
➢ Cyclone Asani 
✓ On May 9th the Indian Meteorological Department (IMD) said that the 

severe cyclonic storm ‘Asani’ is likely to weaken in the next 48 hours. 
✓ Asani is the first cyclonic storm of the season. 
✓ Asani means ‘wrath’ in Sinhalese (Srilankan language). 

 
➢ Sagittarius A 
✓ Astronomers – announced the presence of a supermassive black hole, 

known as Sagittarius A*, at the centre of Milky Way galaxy. 
✓ It’s the first direct observation confirming the presence of the black hole 
✓ Black holes are regions of space where the pull of gravity is so intense 

that nothing can escape, including light.  
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➢ PHESGO 
✓ Multinational pharma giant Roche – has announced the launch of a new 

drug ‘PHESGO’ for the treatment of breast cancer patients. 
✓ PHESGO is a combination of Perjeta (pertuzumab) and Herceptin 

(trastuzumab) with hyaluronidase  
✓ It is the world’s first-ever subcutaneous fixed-dose formulation in the 

history of cancer treatment. 
 

➢ Human-Rated Solid Rocket Booster (HS200) 
✓ ISRO - successfully completed the static test of human-rated solid 

rocket booster (HS200) for the Gaganyaan programme at the Satish 
Dhawan Space Centre (SDSC), Sriharikota, on May 13. 

✓ Based on the successful launch pedigree of this launch vehicle, 
including Chandrayaan-2, the GSLV-Mk3 has been identified as the 
launcher for Gaganyaan mission. 

 
➢ 5G testbed 
✓ Prime Minister Narendra Modi - inaugurated the country’s first 5G 

testbed recently at the silver jubilee celebrations of the Telecom 
Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) held through video conferencing 
on May 17. 

✓ The testbed will enable startups and industry players to test and 
validate their products locally and reduce dependence on foreign 
facilities. 

 
➢ Sela Macaque 
✓ New Arunachal monkey named after Sela pass.  
✓ A new species of old world monkey, “The Sela Macaque” was 

geographically separated from the Arunachal Macaque by the Sela, an 
eastern Himalayan pass located at an altitude of 13,700 feet. 

 
➢ PARAM PORUL Supercomputer 
✓ Param Porul is a state-of-the -art supercomputer dedicated to the nation 

at NIT Tiruchirappalli. 
✓ PARAM PORUL supercomputing facility is established under Phase 2 

of the National Supercomputing Mission. 
✓ PARAM Siddhi-AI is the fastest supercomputer in India built under 

NSM with a capacity of 5.26 Petaflop. 
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➢ Russia tests Zircon Missile 
✓ Russia on Saturday successfully tested Zircon hypersonic cruise 

missile. 
✓ The missile was fired from the Admiral Gorshkov frigate stationed in 

the Barents Sea and hit a target stationed 1,000 km away in the White 
Sea in the Arctic, the Defence Ministry said. 

 
➢ Closeby Habitable Exoplanet Survey’ (CHES) 
✓ Chinese scientists - have proposed a space project by the name ‘Closeby 

Habitable Exoplanet Survey’ (CHES) to find out habitable exoplanets for 
possible colonisation of space.  

✓ Under the project, the Chinese space agency will survey the sky with a 
space-borne telescope to find a planet which may be habitable for 
humans. 

 
➢ World’s Fastest Supercomputer 
✓ Frontier, a supercomputer built by the USA, outperformed Japan's 

Fugaku to become the world’s fastest supercomputer. 
✓ Frontier is built for the U.S. Department of Energy’s Oak Ridge National 

Laboratory and it has reached Linmark benchmark score of 1.1 exaflops. 
✓ It has also become the world’s first supercomputer to break the 

exascale speed barrier. 
 

➢ Liquid Mirror Telescope 
✓ India - has set up its first-ever 'liquid mirror telescope' at Devasthal 

Observatory in nainital district of Uttarakhand.  
✓ This is the largest International Liquid Mirror Telescope (ILMT) of 

Asia, which is installed at a height of 2,450 metres in the Himalayas. 
It has been placed at the Devasthal Observatory campus of Aryabhatta 
Research Institute of Observational Sciences (ARIES). 
 

➢ Geologic Map of the Moon 
✓ China - has released a new comprehensive and detailed geologic map of 

the moon. 
✓ The high resolution topographic map was created based on data from 

China’s lunar exploration Chang’e project. 
✓ The new comprehensive geologic map of the moon is to a scale of 

1:2,500,000 and the “most detailed to date". 
✓ It is expected to make a great contribution to scientific research, 

exploration and landing site selection on the moon. 
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➢ Mawsynram 
✓ Meghalaya’s Mawsynram — the world’s wettest place – recorded the 

highest ever single-day rainfall on June 17. 
✓ The amount of rain recorded at Mawsynram from 8. 30am on June 16 to  

8.30am on June 17 is 16 times higher than the average weighted rainfall 
in India in June so far. 

✓ The 24-hour rainfall recorded at Mawsynram was a massive 1003.6mm, 
surpassing the previous record of 945.4mm on June 7, 1966. 

✓ Cherrapunjee, the second-wettest place on earth, got 972mm, its third-
highest single-day rainfall on the same day. 

 
➢ DAVINCI+ and VERITAS 
✓ NASA - has selected two missions to the planet Venus, Earth’s nearest 

neighbor and the second planet from Sun. 
✓ The missions are called DAVINCI+ and VERITAS.  
✓ DAVINCI+ is short for ‘Deep Atmosphere Venus Investigation of 

Noble gases, Chemistry, and Imaging’. 
✓ The second mission called VERITAS is short for ‘Venus Emissivity, 

Radio Science, InSAR, Topography, and Spectroscopy’. 
 

➢ World's Largest Bacterium  
✓ The world’s largest known bacterium has been recovered in 

Guadeloupe in the Lesser Antilles.  This bacteria is about 1 centimetre 
in length. 
The giant white bacterium was found lurking on the rotting leaves 
sunken in the swamp. This latest discovery is the first that is visible to 
the naked eye and it is in the form of white filaments. 
 

➢ Utricularia furcellata 
✓ The Botanical Survey of India and the forest department of 

Uttarakhand -have discovered a carnivore plant, Utricularia furcellata, 
in Uttarakhand’s Mandal, Chamoli district, at an altitude of around 
4,800 feet.  

✓ This is the first time that the plant has been spotted anywhere in the 
entire western Himalayas.  

✓ The recent discovery of the plant has been documented by ‘Japanese 
Botany’, a 104-year-old prestigious Japanese journal.

✓ The GSAT-24 satellite - was successfully launched by French company 

Arianespace on its Ariane 5 space launch vehicle from Kourou in 
French Guiana on June 23. 
Built by Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) for NewSpace 
India Limited (NSIL), GSAT-24 is a 24-Ku band communication 
satellite weighing 4180 kg with pan-India coverage for meeting DTH 
application needs. 

 
➢ Largest Freshwater Fish in the World 
✓ Guinness World Records – officially confirmed a 13-foot-long, 293 kg 

stingray found in Cambodia's Mekong River earlier this month as the 
largest freshwater fish in the world. 

✓ The female giant freshwater fish was caught by fishermen in the Stung 
Treng district of northern Cambodia on June 13. 

 
➢ PSLV-C53 
✓ The Indian Space Research Organisation - successfully launched PSLV-

C53 which placed three Singapore satellites into their respective orbits.  
✓ The fourth stage of the rocket then turned into an orbital platform for 

scientific experiments as it began to circle the earth.  
 
 AzaadiSAT 

✓ Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) – is all set to launch 
AzaadiSAT, a nanosatellite and technology demonstrator on 
communications during disasters on August 15.  

✓ A total of 750 girl students from 75 government schools across the 
country are involved in the making of satellite and it will be integrated 
as a single satellite at Anna University.  
 

➢ Pivot 
✓ Researchers at IIT Madras - have developed a path-breaking tool that 

can identify cancer-causing genes in individuals.  
✓ The Artificial Intelligence-based tool called ‘Pivot’ will help doctors 

devise personalised treatment strategies for patients based on their 
genetic profile.  
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➢ POP-FAME 
✓ Scientists at the US Lawrence-Berkeley Lab - have developed a fuel 

from a bacterium of the genus Streptomyces that provides more energy 
than even the rocket fuels in use currently. 

✓ The scientists have named the new fuel ‘POP-FAME’, which stands for 
polycyclopropanated fatty acid methyl ester. 
 

➢ New Space India Ltd (NSIL) 
➢ Ten in-orbit operational communication satellites - have been 

transferred from the government to space PSU New Space India Ltd 
(NSIL) to push space reforms. 

✓ The ten communication satellites includes — Gsat-8, Gsat-10, Gsat-12R 
(CMS-01), Gsat-14, Gsat-15, Gsat-16, Gsat-17, GSAT-18, Gsat-30 and 
Gsat-31.  

✓ The transfer is part of the space sector reforms aimed at strengthening 
the role of NSIL to enhance the nation’s share in global space economy.  
 

➢ Surgical Robotic System 
✓ Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre of New Delhi 

have installed the first-ever Made-in-India Surgical Robotic System. 
✓ The device named “SSI-Mantra”. 

It is a brainchild of World-renowned robotic cardiac surgeon Dr Sudhir 
P Srivastava. 
 

➢ Samantha Cristoforetti 
✓ Italian Samantha Cristoforetti - became the first European woman 

astronaut to embark on a spacewalk outside the International Space 
Station on July 21.  

✓ Cristoforetti was joined by Russian cosmonaut Oleg Artemyev on the 
spacewalk  
The pair spent six and half hours over 400km above Earth. 

➢ Imvanex 
✓ The European Commission - has approved a smallpox vaccine, 

Imvanex, for use against monkeypox.  
✓ On July 23, the WHO declared the monkeypox outbreak, which has 

affected nearly 16,000 people in 72 nations, to be a global health 
emergency — the highest alarm it can sound.  
Imvanex is the only vaccine to have won approval for the prevention 
of monkeypox disease in the US and Canada. 
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➢ Sakurajima Volcano 
✓ Japan's Sakurajima volcano, located on the island of Kyushu, erupted, 

prompting evacuations in the region. 
✓ The authorities have raised the alert level to the highest level of 5.  

It is now officially the largest explosive eruption of the 21st century. 
 

➢ James Webb Telescope  
✓ James Webb Telescope, the world's most powerful telescope, has 

discovered the oldest galaxy in the universe. 
✓ The telescope spotted galaxy candidates that existed when the universe 

was just 300 million years old. 
✓ Spotted the oldest galaxies in the universe - GLASS-z11 and GLASS-

z13. 
 

➢ Agnikul Cosmos opened India’s first rocket engine factory in Chennai 
✓ Facility will use additive manufacturing technology to build 3D 

printed rocket engines and produce engines for its own in-house 
rockets 

✓ Unveiled by Tata Sons chairman N Chandrasekaran and ISRO 
chairman S Somanath in the presence of Pawan Goenka, the chairman 
of IN-SPACe (Indian National Space Promotion and Authorization 
Centre). 

 
➢ GOAL (Going Online as Leaders)  
✓ Launched as a pilot project in May 2020 and it was completed 

by December 2021. 
✓ It aimed at digital empowerment of tribal youth and women through 

the concept of mentor and mentee. 
✓ The programme is fully funded by Meta (Facebook India). 
✓ Trainings were provided for three pillars: 

o Communication & Life Skills 
o Enabling Digital Presence 
o Leadership & Entrepreneurship. 

 
➢ Environmental Insights Explorer (EIE) 
✓ Aurangabad in Maharashtra - has become the first city in the country 

to witness the official release of the Environmental Insights Explorer 
(EIE) data from Google. 

✓ The EIE dashboard for Aurangabad was launched by Google in New 
Delhi recently. 
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✓ Google has developed a feature called EIE, which helps cities measure 
the carbon emission sources, conduct analysis and identify strategies to 
reduce emissions that help counter air pollution. 
 

➢ Russia Launches Iranian Satellite 
✓ A Russian rocket successfully launched an Iranian satellite into orbit. 

The Soyuz rocket lifted off as scheduled at 8.52 a.m. Moscow time (0552 
GMT) from the Russia-leased Baikonur launch facility in Kazakhstan. 
About nine minutes after the launch, it placed the Iranian satellite called 
Khayyam into orbit. It’s named after Omar Khayyam, a Persian 
scientist. 
 

➢ Low Altitude Escape Motor (LEM) 
✓ On August 10, the Indian Space Research Organisation (Isro) – said it 

had successfully test-fired the Low Altitude Escape Motor (LEM) of the 
crew escape system, from Sriharikota.  

✓ The Crew Escape System (CES) takes away the Crew module of 
Gaganyaan mission in case of any eventuality and rescues the 
astronauts.  
In case of mission-abort during the initial phase of flight, LEM provides 
required thrust to CES, to take away Crew Module from the launch 
vehicle. 
 

➢ Thylacine or Tasmanian Tiger 
✓ Scientists in the US and Australia have embarked on a $15-million 

project to resurrect the thylacine or Tasmanian Tiger, a marsupial that 
went extinct in the 1930s, using gene-editing technology. 

✓ The ambitious project aims to reintroduce the animal to its native place 
Tasmania to revive the region’s lost ecological balance. 
 

➢ Xylitol 
✓ Sugar substitute “Xylitol”. 
✓ IIT Guwahati have created a fermentation process that uses ultrasound 

to safely generate Xylitol from sugarcane bagasse. It is the by-product of 
crushing sugar cane. 

✓ This approach gets over the operational constraints of chemical 
synthesis and the time lags of traditional fermentation. 
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➢ CERVAVAC 
✓ Union Minister of Science and Technology, Dr Jitendra Singh - launched 

India’s first indigenously developed vaccine “CERVAVAC" for the 
prevention of cervical cancer at India International Centre, New Delhi 
on September 1. 

✓ On June 15, the Drugs Controller General of India (DCGI) Subject Expert 
Committee had approved the Quadrivalent Human Papillomavirus 
vaccine (qHPV) vaccine for cervical cancer patients above 9 years to 26 
years of age. 
 

➢ Synergy 
✓ Indian Computer Emergency Response Team (CERT-In) under the 

Ministry of Electronics and IT – has recently designed and conducted a 
Cyber Security Exercise “Synergy” with the participation of 13 
Countries. 

✓ It was aimed at exchanging best practices among member-states to build 
network resiliency against ransomware and cyber extortion attacks. 
The theme of the exercise was “Building Network Resiliency to 
counter Ransomware Attacks”. 
 

➢ Space Expo 2022 (BSX-2022) 
✓ On September 5, Isro chairman S. Somanath - inaugurated the 7th 

edition of Bengaluru Space Expo 2022 (BSX-2022). 
✓ The three-day exhibition will have participants from over 100 

companies and organisations from around ten countries. 
✓ Australia is the main partner-country for the third year in a row at the 

Bengaluru Space Expo 2022. 
✓ The conference, attended by over 1000 delegates, has been organised 

with “Nurturing New Space in India” as its main theme. 
 

➢ ChAd36-SARS-CoV-S COVID-19  
✓ India’s first nasal COVID-19 vaccine, developed by Bharat Biotech, 

has been approved for primary immunisation in those 18 and above. 
✓ The company noted that the ChAd36-SARS-CoV-S COVID-19 

(Chimpanzee Adenovirus Vectored) recombinant vaccine has been 
evaluated to determine its impact on safety. 
 

➢ First Inhalable Covid-19 Vaccine Ad5-nCoV 
✓ China - has become the first country to approve a needle-free, inhaled 

version of a Covid-19 vaccine.  
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✓ Chinese drug regulators have approved the world’s first inhalable 
Covid-19 vaccine Ad5-nCoV, made by Tianjin-based manufacturer 
CanSino Biologics.  

✓ The National Medical Products Administration gave the go-ahead for 
the non-invasive vaccine named ‘Convidecia Air’ for emergency use as a 
booster.  

✓ Its initial one-shot was found to be 66% effective in preventing Covid-19 
symptoms and 91% effective against severe disease. 
 

➢ Dark Sky Reserve  
✓ In a first-of-its-kind initiative, the Department of Science & 

Technology (DST) has announced the setting up of India’s first Dark 
Sky Reserve at Hanle in Ladakh in the next three months. 

✓ Hanle, which is about 4,500 metres above sea level, hosts telescopes and 
is regarded as one of the world’s most optimal sites for astronomical 
observations. 
 

➢ Agnikul Cosmos 
✓ Agnikul Cosmos, one of India’s private space startups, has secured its 

first patent for the design and manufacturing of its 3D-printed rocket 
engine.  

✓ The patent has been rewarded to the company for its Agnilet rocket 
engine, which will power the company’s Agnibaan rocket which is 
scheduled to launch in late 2022. 
 

➢ The Indian Institute of Technology, Madras 
✓ The Indian Institute of Technology, Madras - has become the first 

Indian institution to join the IBM Quantum Network. 
✓ The latest collaboration will enable students, researchers and allied 

enterprises to use IBM’s advanced quantum computing systems to 
support research and development in the country. 

✓ As member of the IBM Quantum Network, IIT Madras will get cloud-
based access to the quantum computers. 

✓ These computers require extremely low temperatures close to zero 
Kelvin (-273 degree Celsius) facilities, which are not yet available in 
the country. 
 

➢ (FFV-SHEV) 
✓ India - will get its first flex-fuel car which can run on ethanol-blended 

petrol and battery soon.  
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✓ The flex fuel strong hybrid electric vehicle (FFV-SHEV) imported from 
Brazil will be used as part of a pilot project to assess its performance in 
terms of reduced carbon emission.  

✓ The first flex-fuel car has already landed in India for research purposes 
and these vehicles will hit the Indian market in 2024.  

 
➢ World’s First Cloned Arctic Wolf ‘Maya’ 
✓ Scientists in China - have successfully created the world’s first cloned 

arctic wolf ‘Maya’. 
✓ The clone was developed by researchers working for a Beijing-based 

gene firm, Sinogene Biotechnology Co. Ltd. 
The Arctic wolf, also known as the white wolf or polar wolf, is native 
to the High Arctic tundra of Canada’s Queen Elizabeth Islands. 

 
➢ DART Spacecraft 
✓ A Nasa spacecraft - successfully crashed into an asteroid approximately 

10.9 million kilometres from Earth in a test to determine if the impact 
can change the trajectory of space rock slightly off course.  

✓ Nasa launched its DART spacecraft in November with the purpose of 
colliding with an asteroid about the size of a football stadium at 
22,530 km per hour.  

✓ The mission is Nasa’s first demonstration of its planetary-defence 
initiative to protect Earth from the possibility of a hazardous collision 
with an asteroid.  

✓ This particular asteroid, called Dimorphos, isn’t headed towards Earth 
but was chosen by Nasa to test a deflection technique. 
 

➢ Rohini RH-200 
✓ In a few weeks’ time, the Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) 

hopes to achieve a remarkable feat — the 200th successful launch of the 
Rohini RH-200 sounding rocket in a row. 

✓ The 3.5-metre-tall RH-200, a trusted member of the Rohini sounding 
rocket family used by the ISRO for atmospheric studies, has completed 
198 consecutive successful flights, according to the Vikram Sarabhai 
Space Centre (VSSC), Thumba. 

 
➢ Mars Rover Perseverance 
✓ Mars rover Perseverance collects four rock samples. 
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✓ Since July, NASA’s Perseverance rover has drilled and collected four 
slim cores of sedimentary rock, formed in what was once a river delta 
on Mars. 

✓ They are the first of this type of rock to be gathered on another world — 
and scientists are excited because at least two of the cores probably 
contain organic compounds, which, on Earth, are often associated with 
living things. 

✓ If all goes well, the samples will be the first-ever returned from Mars. 
 

➢ Nilgiri Blue Robin (Sholicola major) 
✓ Ask any avid birdwatcher in the Nilgiris about the list of birds that he 

would like to photograph in his lifetime. The Nilgiri blue robin 
(Sholicola major) would inevitably feature on the list. 

✓ Listed as “endangered” by the International Union for the 
Conservation of Nature (IUCN), the species, otherwise known as the 
Nilgiri Sholakili, is primarily found in high altitudes of the Shola 
forests in the Nilgiris. 
 

➢ Garuda Aerospace 
✓ Chennai-based drone manufacturing company, Garuda Aerospace - has 

received the required approvals from the Directorate General of Civil 
Aviation (DGCA) to train drone pilots. 

✓ With this, the company becomes the 31st Remote Pilot Training 
Organization (RPTO) in India.  

✓ The company now aims to train one lakh youth across 755 districts on 
the correct usage of drones for agricultural purposes.  
 

➢ Hurricane Ian 
✓ Category 4 storm Ian hit Florida’s southwestern coast. 
✓ As one of the most powerful storms in the US history, it has torn apart 

homes and buildings, leaving some residents stranded. 
✓ It made landfall near Cayo Costa with the maximum sustained wind 

speed of 150 mph, only 7 mph slower than a Category 5 – the highest 
status of the Saffir-Simpson Hurricane Scale of Hurricane Intensity. 

 
➢ India’s First Avalanche-Monitoring Radar  
✓ The Indian Army and the Defence Geoinformatics and Research 

Establishment (DGRE) have jointly installed the Avalanche Monitoring 
Radar in north Sikkim. 
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✓ Besides being used for the detection of avalanches, this radar can also be 
employed to detect landslides.  

✓ The avalanche radar was made operational by the Defence Research 
and Development Organisation’s wing DGRE, which is involved in 
forecasting and mitigating of avalanche hazards faced by the Indian 
Army in the Himalayan region.

➢ Vishwa Deenadayalan 
✓ Vishwa Deenadayalan, 18-year-old Table Tennis player from Tamil 

Nadu - passed away in a road accident in Ri-Bhoi district, Meghalaya on 
April 17.  

✓ Vishwa had won the U-19 boys’ singles crown at the National-ranking 
event in Dehradun in January. 

 
➢ Elvera Britto 
✓ Celebrated women’s hockey player and administrator Elvera Britto 

passed away here. She was 81. 
✓ An outstanding player and champion of women’s hockey, Elvera was 

the captain of the Indian and then Mysore teams. 
✓ She received the Arjuna Award in 1965. 

 
➢ Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed 
✓ UAE President Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed passes away. 
✓ Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al Nahyan served as the president of the UAE 

and Ruler of Abu Dhabi since November 3, 2004. 
✓ Under his reign, the UAE has witnessed an accelerated development 

that ensured decent living for the people calling the country home. 
 

➢ K. Chinnappa Bharathi 
✓ Progressive Tamil writer K. Chinnappa Bharathi died at the age of 88 

after a brief illness in Namakkal. 
✓ He wrote seven novels: Dhagam, Sangam, Sarkarai, Pavalayee, 

Thalaimurai Mattram, Surangam and Palai Nila Roja. 
✓ Surangam (The Mine), which was about the struggles of coal miners in 

West Bengal and Jharkhand, brought him fame. 
✓ Dhagam (Thirst) narrates the woes of farm labourers, especially Dalits. 
✓ Chinnappa Bharathi’s novels have been translated into 13 languages. 

 
➢ Shinzo Abe 
✓ Former Japanese Prime Minister, Shinzo Abe - died at age 67 after being 

shot during a campaign speech in the city of Nara in western Japan on 
July 8. 

✓ Abe was the longest-serving Japanese prime minister in history in 
terms of consecutive days in office, before stepping down in 2020, citing 
health reasons. 
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➢ B K Syngal 
✓ ‘Brijendra K Syngal, former Chairman of Videsh Sanchar Nigam Ltd 

(VSNL), passed away on 9 July 2022 at the age of 82. 
✓ He is referred to as the 'father of the internet in India.' 
✓ Syngal left satellite communications company Inmarsat to take charge of 

VSNL in 1991. 
 

➢ Rakesh Jhunjhunwala 
✓ Ace stock market investor and philanthropist, Rakesh Jhunjhunwala – 

passed away at age 62 on August 14 in Mumbai due to cardiac arrest 
after fighting several health-related issues for the last few years. 

✓ He was also the co-founder of Akasa Air, India's newest airline which 
began commercial operations from Mumbai to Ahmedabad on August 7 
He was the 36th richest billionaire in India, according to Forbes' 2021 
listing. 
 

➢ Mikhail Gorbachev 
✓ The former Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev passed away in August 

2022. 
✓ Mr. Gorbachev became general secretary of the Soviet Communist Party 

and de facto leader of the country in 1985. 
✓ At the time, he was the youngest member of the ruling council known 

as the Politburo. 
He won the Nobel Peace Prize for negotiating a historic nuclear arms 
pact with US leader Ronald Reagan. 
 

➢ Cyrus Mistry 
✓ Former chairman of Tata group, Cyrus Mistry - was killed in a road 

accident in Palghar near Mumbai on September 4, 2022. 
✓ Mistry, 54, was returning to Mumbai from Gujarat's Udwada in his 

Mercedes Benz GLC that crashed on a divider. 
 

➢ Queen Elizabeth II 
✓ Queen Elizabeth II, the UK's longest-serving monarch - has died at her 

private Scottish estate Balmoral, after spending more than 70 years on 
the British throne. 

✓ Queen Elizabeth II was born as Elizabeth Alexandra Mary on 21 April 
1926 as the first child of the Duke and Duchess of York (later King 
George VI and Queen Elizabeth). 
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✓ She came to the throne after the death of her father King George VI on 
February 6, 1952, when she was just 25. 
 

➢ Valery Polyakov 
✓ Valery Polyakov, the Soviet cosmonaut who set the record for the 

longest single stay in space - has died at age 80. 
✓ Polyakov’s record of 437 days in space began on January 8, 1994, when 

he and two others blasted off on a two-day flight to the Soviet space 
station Mir. 

✓ While aboard Mir, Polyakov orbited the Earth more than 7,000 times, 
before returning March 22, 1995. 
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REPORT 

➢ World Bank Report - Poverty 
✓ The extreme poverty rate in India fell from 22.5% in 2011 to 10.2% in 

2019 as per World Bank Policy Research Working Paper. 
✓ This represents a decline of 12.3 percentage points in extreme poverty 

count between 2011 to 2019 in the country. 
✓ The decline in rural areas was much higher than in urban areas. 

 
➢ 86.45% Fall in Malaria Cases 
✓ In his address on World Malaria Day (April 15), the Health Minister 

said, “Not only diagnosis and treatment, swachhta (cleanliness) in our 
personal and community surroundings and social awareness regarding 
malaria control and prevention are equally important in our collective 
fight against the disease and for meeting our goal of elimination by 
2030.” 

✓ This year’s theme is “Harness innovation to reduce the global malaria 
disease burden and save lives”. 

➢ Highest Sex Ratio at Birth 
✓ Ladakh recorded the highest sex ratio at birth in the country in 2020, 

followed by Arunachal Pradesh, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Tripura 
and Kerala, according to the annual report on Vital Statistics based on 
2020 Civil Registration System report. 

✓ “Highest Sex Ratio at Birth (SRB) based on registered events has been 
reported by Ladakh (1,104) followed by Arunachal Pradesh (1,011), 
A&N Islands (984), Tripura (974), and Kerala (969). 

✓ Sex ratio at birth is the number of females per thousand males. 
 

➢ India's Fertility Rate 
✓ India's Fertility Rate Decreases to 2 from 2.2. 
✓ India’s total fertility rate (TFR) has declined from 2.2 children in 2015-16 

to 2 children per woman now, the latest edition of the National Family 
Health Survey (NFHS) showed. 

✓ The TFR is currently below the replacement level of fertility of 2.1 
children per woman.  According to the report, the median age at first 
birth among women aged 25-49 is 21.2 years. 
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➢ United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification (UNCCD) 
✓ The number and duration of droughts - has risen 29% globally since 

2000, as per a new report from the United Nations Convention to 
Combat Desertification (UNCCD) released on May 11. 

✓ As per the report, the effect of severe droughts is estimated to have 
reduced India’s gross domestic product (GDP) by 2-5% over the 20 years 
from 1998 to 2017. 

✓ The report was released on the sidelines of the ongoing 15th session of 
the UNCCD conference (COP15) at Abidjan, Côte d’Ivoire. 

✓ Globally, droughts caused economic losses of roughly $124 billion 
during that period. 

 
➢ Lancet Commission on Pollution and Health 
✓ 1 in 6 global deaths in 2019 linked to pollution’ 
✓ Pollution caused nearly nine million deaths in 2019, or about one in six 

deaths worldwide. This number has remained effectively unchanged 
since the previous such analysis in 2015, by the Lancet Commission on 
Pollution and Health, says a report published in The Lancet Planetary 
Health. 

✓ A report by The Lancet in 2019 said that noxious air killed 1.67 million 
Indians in 2019, or 18% of all fatalities. 

 
STATE OF CLIMATE REPORT 2021  

➢ Four major climate indicators – set new records in 2021, according to 
the ‘State of Climate’ report released by the World Meteorological 
Organization (WMO) on May 18, 2022. 

✓ Greenhouse gas (GHG) concentrations, sea-level rise, ocean heat and 
ocean acidification were the highest since record keeping for these 
indicators began in the latter half of the 19th century 

✓ The last seven years, from 2015 to 2021, were globally the warmest 
years on record, stated the report. 

✓ The average global temperature last year was about 1.1 degree Celsius 
above the pre-industrial level (1850-1900).  

 
➢ World of Work 
✓ World may have lost 11.2 crore jobs: ILO. 
✓ The “world of work” is being buffeted by multiple crises, says the ninth 

edition of the International Labour Organisation (ILO) Monitor. 
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✓ The report says that after significant gains during the last quarter of 
2021, the number of hours worked globally dropped in the first quarter 
of 2022, to 3.8% below the employment situation before the pandemic. 

✓ About 11.2 crore jobs might have lost between this period, according to 
the report. 
 

➢ Profiting from Pain 
✓ The COVID-19 pandemic created a new billionaire every 30 hours, and 

it is expected that a million people could be pushed into extreme 
poverty at the same rate in 2022, according to a new Oxfam brief 
released. 

✓ The brief titled “Profiting from Pain” is published for the World 
Economic Forum 2022 for its annual meeting for a five-day event at 
Davos. 
 

➢ 60% E-Waste Recycling likely by 2023 
Consumer goods companies and makers of electronics goods have to 
ensure at least 60% of their electronic waste is collected and recycled by 
2023 with targets to increase them to 70% and 80% in 2024 and 2025, 
respectively, according to a draft notification by the Environment 
Ministry. 
 
➢ Chilika Development Authority (CDA) 
✓ World’s first fishing cat census done in Chilika. 
✓ The Chilika Lake, Asia’s largest brackish water lagoon, has 176 fishing 

cats, according to a census conducted by the Chilika Development 
Authority (CDA) in collaboration with the Fishing Cat Project (TFCP). 

✓ This is the world’s first population estimation of the fishing cat, which 
has been conducted outside the protected area network. 

 
➢ Stockholm International Peace Institute (Sipri) 
✓ The US and Russia - together account for 90% of all nuclear weapons 

around the globe, as per the latest Stockholm International Peace 
Institute (Sipri) report released on June 13. 

✓ A total of nine nuclear-armed countries together possess an estimated 
12,705 nuclear warheads, says the report.  

✓ The nine nuclear-armed states are the United States, Russia, the United 
Kingdom, France, China, India, Pakistan, Israel and the Democratic 
People’s Republic of Korea (North Korea) 
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➢ Comparative Indicators – Tamil Nadu 
✓ At the level of higher secondary, the State is ahead of others. 
✓ The gross enrolment rate in the State was 80.31% against the national 

average of 58.56%; pupil-teacher ratio was 18:1 against 49.98:1; 
transition (secondary to higher secondary) rate was 78.8% against 67.8% 
and gender parity index was 1.26 against 1.04. 

 
➢ The United Nations-Habitat’s World Cities Report 2022 

India’s urban population - is estimated to stand at 675 million in 2035, 
the second highest behind China’s one billion. 

✓ This was projected by the latest UN report titled “The United Nations-
Habitat’s World Cities Report 2022” released on June 29. 

✓ As per the report, the global urban population is back on track after 
covid pandemic to grow by another 2.2 billion by 2050. 

 
➢ State of Food Security and Nutrition in the World 2022 
✓ Number of undernourished people in India has declined to 224.3 

million. 
✓ As per this report, the number of people affected by hunger globally 

reached to 828 million in 2021. 
✓ According to this report, the number of undernourished people in India 

has declined from 247.8 million in 2004-06 to 224.3 million in 2019-21.  
 

➢ World Population Prospects 2022 
✓ India will surpass China as the most populous country on earth in 

2023, according to a UN report. 
✓ The World Population Prospects 2022 by the UN Department of 

Economic and Social Affairs, Population Division, said that the global 
population is projected to reach 8 billion by Nov 2022, around 8.5 billion 
in 2030, and 9.7 billion in 2050. 

✓ World's population is growing at its slowest pace since 1950. 
 

➢ India’s Infant Mortality Rate (IMR) 
✓ India’s infant mortality rate (IMR) - has shown significant improvement, 

falling from 47 in 2010 to 28 in 2020, bringing it close to the global IMR 
of 27.  

✓ The states which showed the most improvement were Jammu & 
Kashmir,  
Delhi and Kerala. 

✓ In 1971, India’s IMR was 129. 
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✓ Infant mortality rate is defined as the number of babies less than a 
year old who die for every thousand live births. 
 

➢ Dark Side to Modern Domesticity - Tamil Nadu 
✓ Data from the recent National Family Health Survey for 2019-2020 

(NFHS) report reveal that 44.7% of married women in Tamil Nadu 
have experienced physical and sexual violence in their homes. 

✓ Tamil Nadu ranks second in India when it comes to domestic violence 
against women. The NFHS report says that more than two-thirds of 
married women in Tamil Nadu are said to be afraid of their husbands 
due to spousal violence. 

 
➢ Basic Road Statistics 
✓ India - added nearly 1.16 lakh km to its road network in 2018-19 to take 

the total length to nearly 63. 32 lakh km.  
✓ This was revealed in the Basic Road Statistics for 2018-19, which was 

published on July 20. 
✓ As per the report, India has a network of over 63, 31,757 Km of roads as 

on 31.03.2019, which is the second largest in the world. 
 

➢ New GST Rates 
✓ The new GST rates came into effect from July 18, 2022. 
✓ Several food items have become costlier including products like paneer, 

rice, wheat, jaggery, curd and lassi that are pre-packaged and labelled. 
✓ These day-to-day household items will attract 5 percent GST from July 

18. 
✓ The GST rates for bank services have also been hiked.  The new GST 

rates for Bank services including the fee charged by banks for issuing 
cheques will now be 18 %. 

 
➢ World’s Indigenous Peoples 
✓ On this International Day (August 9)  of the World’s Indigenous 

Peoples, few people are aware that nearly 11 crore tribal people 
(enumerated as Scheduled Tribes (ST) in the Census of India (2011) live 
in India. 

✓ They constitute 8.6% of India’s population, the second largest number 
of tribal people in any country in the world.  
 

➢ Child Mortality 
✓ Child mortality has dipped to 35 per 1,000 births. 
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✓ Govt. launches new app, Paalan 1000, to guide parents. 
✓ India has taken rapid strides in reducing child mortality since 2014 from 

45 per 1,000 live births to 35 per 1,000 live births in 2019. 
✓ ‘Paalan 1000’ focuses on the cognitive development of children in the 

first two years of their life. The app will provide practical advice to 
caregivers on what they can do in their everyday routine and will help 
clear doubts. 

 
➢ National Crime Records Bureau Report 
✓ Crimes in India - annual report of the National Crime Records Bureau 

(NCRB). 
✓ 2021 saw a 7.6 per cent decline in the number of crimes registered. 
✓ Uttar Pradesh saw the highest number of deaths (24,711) in traffic 

accidents. A maximum number of Road accident cases were reported 
in Tamil Nadu. 

✓ Suicide list - Maharashtra (22207), Tamil Nadu (18,925), Madhya 
Pradesh (14,965) and West Bengal (13,500).  

✓ The rate of crime against women increased to 64.5 per cent in 2021. 
 

➢ Sample Registration System (SRS) Statistical Report 2020 
✓ Released recently by the Registrar General of India (RGI). 
✓ Significant decline in infant mortality rate (IMR), Under 5 Mortality 

Rate (U5MR), Neonatal Mortality Rate (NMR) in India since 2014. 
✓ The Infant Mortality Rate has declined by 2 points to 28 per 1,000 live 

births in 2020 from 30 per 1,000 live births in 2019. The annual rate of 
decline is 6.7 per cent. The rural-urban difference has been reduced to 12 
points. 

✓ Under 5 mortality rate for females is higher than males. There was a 
decrease of 4 points in male U5MR and 3 points in female U5MR. 

✓ Uttar Pradesh and Karnataka achieved the highest decline of U5MR of 
5 points. 

✓ The Neonatal Mortality Rate fell by 2 points from 22 per 1,000 live births 
in 2019 to 20 per 1,000 live births in 2020 

✓ The Neonatal Mortality Rate fell by 2 points from 22 per 1,000 live births 
in 2019 to 20 per 1,000 live births in 2020. This is an annual decline of 9.1 
per cent. 
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RANKINGS 

➢ Hurun Research Institute 
✓ Three Indian women - are on the list of the world’s richest self-made 

female billionaires, which was released by the Hurun Research 
Institute. 

✓ Nykaa founder Falguni Nayar is India’s richest self-made female 
billionaire, followed by Kiran Mazumdar Shaw of Biocon and Radha 
Vembu, co-founder of Zoho Corporation. 
 

➢ Electronics R&D Centres - Chennai 
✓ Chennai - has emerged the cheapest location for operating electronics 

R&D centres among the top 100 electronics FDI locations globally.  
✓ Penang followed second with an operating cost of $1.32 million, 

followed by Gurgaon ($1.52 million) and Pune ($1.53 million) at third 
and fourth place in terms of cost of operating a similar 50-seater R&D 
centre over 2,000 sq m space.  

✓ Further, Chennai was rated as the second best place in terms of the 
world’s most competitive location for electronics R&D activities. 

 
➢ NITI Aayog - Energy and Climate Index List 
✓ Gujarat has topped the list for larger States in the NITI Aayog’s State 

Energy and Climate Index–Round 1 that has ranked States and Union 
Territories (UTs) on six parameters including discoms’ performance, 
energy efficiency and environmental sustainability. 

✓ In terms of energy efficiency, Tamil Nadu and Maharashtra have done 
well while in terms of Discom’s performance, two small UTs — D&D 
and D&N — have done well. 
 

➢ Third Largest Military Spender 
✓ India – is ranked as the third largest military spender in the world 

behind UK and Russia. 
✓ This is based on the latest data released by global think-tank Stockholm 

International Peace Research Institute (SIPRI) on April 25. 
✓ However, India remains far behind China that spends four times and 

the US which spends 10 times its defence budget. 
 

➢ World Press Freedom Index 
✓ India’s ranking in the World Press Freedom Index - has fallen down to 

150th position from last year’s 142nd rank out of 180 countries. 
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✓ The index, which was published on May 3 by Reporters Without 
Borders, categorises India as “one of the world’s most dangerous 
countries for media” with an average of three or four journalists getting 
killed every year. 

 
➢ World Economic Situation and Prospects (WESP) 
✓ India – retains top spot as the world’s fastest growing major economy 

with a growth forecast of 6.4% for this fiscal year. 
✓ This was revealed by the World Economic Situation and Prospects 

(WESP) mid-year report released on May 18, 2022. 
✓ As per the report, the global economy this year is expected to grow by 

only 3.1% as against the earlier prediction in January of 4.0%. 
 

➢ World Air Power Index 2022 
✓ Indian Air Force Ranks 3rd. 
✓ World Directory of Modern Military Aircraft (WDMMA) has released 

the World Air Powers Ranking of 2022. 
✓ The Indian Air Force (IAF) has been placed at the third position on the 

World Air Power Index in terms of the total fighting strength of the 
various air services of different nations of the world. 

 
➢ Environmental Performance Index (EPI) 
✓ India - has been ranked lowest among 180 countries in the 2022 

Environmental Performance Index (EPI) produced by researchers at 
Yale and Columbia Universities.  

✓ The biennial ranking is based on 40 performance indicators, including 
climate change, environmental public health, and ecosystem vitality, 
across 11 categories.  
 

➢ Global Startup Ecosystem Report (GSER) 
✓ Kerala - has been ranked on top in the Asia in ‘Affordable Talent’ in 

the Global Startup Ecosystem Report (GSER) released recently on June 
14. 

✓ The State is also ranked the fourth in the GSER global ranking. 
The report is developed jointly by policy advisory and research 
organization Startup Genome and Global Entrepreneurship Network. 
 

➢ Business Reforms Action Plan (BRAP) 
✓ On June 30, Union finance minister Nirmala Sitharaman - released 

assessment report for the year 2020 of the States and Union Territories 
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in the implementation of Business Reforms Action Plan (BRAP) at New 
Delhi. 

✓ Seven states - Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Haryana, Karnataka, Punjab, 
Telangana and Tamil Nadu - were categorised as 'top achievers' as per 
the latest fifth edition of the report. 

 
➢ Asia Pacific Sustainability Index 2021 
✓ Four Indian cities - have made it to the list of top-20 sustainable cities in 

the Asia Pacific region, as per the Asia Pacific Sustainability Index 2021. 
✓ Bengaluru has been ranked 14th, the only Indian city to achieve the 

‘Gold Standard’ category, followed by Delhi, Hyderabad and Mumbai 
at 17th, 18th and 20th ranks in the Asia Pacific region. 

 
➢ State Ranking Index 
✓ On July 5, Union Food Minister Piyush Goyal - released the first edition 

of ‘State Ranking Index’ for implementation of the Targeted Public 
Distribution System (TPDS) under the National Food Security Act 
(NFSA), 2013. 

✓ Overall, Odisha, Uttar Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh scored the highest 
and secured the top three positions amongst the General Category 
States in the index. 

✓ Tamil Nadu was ranked at 9th place among the larger states in the 
index, while the state was ranked 10th in the comprehensive country 
level index. 

 
➢ Global Gender Gap Index 2022 
✓ Iceland - has once again been named the most gender equal country, 

topping the World Economic Forum’s Global Gender Gap Index 2022. 
✓ India was ranked low at 135th place out of a total of 146 economies in 

terms of gender parity. 
✓ This is considered as an improvement over its 140th position out of 156 

in 2021, but still it is a sharp deterioration from the 105th rank out of 135 
countries in 2012. 

 
➢ National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF) 
✓ IIT Madras tops National Institutional Rankings 2022, IISC-Bengaluru 

bags second spot. 
✓ IIT Madras has emerged as the best educational institution while 

Indian Institute of Science, Bengaluru is best university in Institutional 
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Rankings-2022 which was released by Education Minister Dharmendra 
Pradhan in New Delhi on 15 July 2022. 
 

➢ Henley Passport Index 
✓ Indian passport was ranked at 87 in the Henley Passport Index. 
✓ Japan, Singapore and South Korea have the most powerful passports 

in the world.  
✓ The rest of the top 10 include countries such as Germany, Spain, 

Finland, Luxembourg, and Italy. 
 

➢ The India Innovation Index 2021 
✓ The India Innovation Index 2021 report - was released by Niti Aayog in 

New Delhi on July 21. 
✓ Karnataka, Manipur and Chandigarh have topped in their respective 

categories in the third edition of NITI Aayog’s India Innovation Index. 
✓ Karnataka has topped again in the ‘Major States’ category, followed by 

Telangana and Haryana.  
✓ Manipur is leading the ‘North East and Hill States’ category and 

Chandigarh is the top performer in the ‘Union Territories and City 
States’ category. 

✓ The India Innovation Index is a comprehensive tool for the evaluation 
and development of the country’s innovation ecosystem. 

 
 

➢ 2022 Fortune Global 500 
✓ Nine Indian public and private companies - five of them state-owned, 

and four from the private sector - have made it to the prestigious 2022 
Fortune Global 500 list released recently. 

✓ State-owned insurance major, Life Insurance Corporation (LIC) of 
India ranked 98th on the list with revenue worth $97.2 billion, up 2.6% 
YoY, in 2021-22  

✓ This is the highest spot for an Indian firm on the global index.
