Municipal Corporation
A City Municipal Corporation has a Commissioner, who is an Indian

Administrativ e Service (IAS) officer. Government officials are deputed as
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Commissioners for the municipalities. The administrative officer of a
Municipality is an Executive Officer (EO).

Village Panchayats

Village Panchayats are the local bodies of villages. They act as a link
between the people and the government. Villages are divided into wards
based on their population. The representatives are elected by the people.

Panchayat Union

Many village Panchayats join to form a Panchayat Union. A Councillor
is elected from each Panchayat.

A Block Development Officer (BDO) is the administrative head, of a
Panchayat Union. The services are provided on the Panchayat Union level

District Panchayat

A District Panchayat is formed in every district. A district is divided
into wards on the basis of 50,000 population. The ward members are elected
by the Village Panchayats. The members of the District Panchayat elect the
District Panch ayat Committee Chairperson. They provide essential services
and facilities to the rural population and the planning and execution of
development programmes for the district.

The local bodies are governed by the representatives elected by the
people. The @nstituencies are called wards. People elect their ward
members.

The Mayor of the City Municipal Corporation and the Municipal
Chairperson are the elected representatives of the people. The people elect
them. The Corporation Deputy Mayor and the Municipal Vice Chairperson
are elected by the ward councillors.

Grama Sabha
A Grama Sabha is formed in every Village Panchayat. It is the only

permanent unit in the Panchayat Raj System. Grama Sabha meetings are held
even in smaller villages. The Grama Sabha is the grass root level democratic
institution in a Village Panchayat .

Those who have attained the age of 18 years and whose names are found
in the electoral roll of the same Panchayat can take part in a Grama Sabha
meeting. The Grama Sabha meetings are conducted four times a year.
Officers like the District Collector, the Block Development Officer, teachers
etc., also participate in this meeting. The people can freely express their needs
and grievances.

UNIT d1: HOW THE STATE GOVERNMENT WORKS?

There are two sets of government in our country & the central
government and the state government. There are 29 state governments in our
country; every State has a government to run its own administration. Th e
States have their own executive ard legislature and Judiciary. The state
executive consists of the Governor and the Council of Ministers headed by
the Chief Minister. Th e Governor is an integral part of the State legislature.

The State Executive
The Governor

The Constitution provides for the post of the Governor as the Head of a
State in India. He is appointed by the President of India. He is the
constitutional Head of a State. The Governor is appointed for a term of fi ve
years. But before the expiry of his full term, the President can dismiss him
from office. The Governor may also resign on his own interest. His term of

office may be extended and he may be transferred toanother State. However,

the State Government cannot remove the Governor from his post. To be the

Governor, a person must be a citizen of India and should have completed 35

years of age. And he cannot be a member of the Parliament or the State
legislature. He should not hold any office of profi t.

Powers and functions

1 The Governor is the Chief Executive in a State. All the executive powers

of the State arevested upon him and decisions are taken in his name. He
appoints the Chief Minister and Council of Mini  sters.

He makes some important appointments of the State Government, such
as, the Advocate general, Chairman and members of the State Public
Service Commission and others.

The President imposes emergency in a State under Article 356 on the
basis of the report of the Governor. The Governor also acts as the
Chancellor of State Universities.

He summons and prorogues the sessions of the State legislature and he
can dissolve the Legislative Assembly.
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1 Money bills can be introduced in the State Legislative Assembly only
with the approval of the Governor. The Governor may promulgate
ordinances when the Legislative Assembly or both the Houses of the
legislature (when there are two H ouses) are not in session.

The Governor may nominate one member from the Anglo - India
Community to the Legislative Assembly if there are Anglo - Indian
people in a State and when they are not duly represented in the State
legislature. He may also nominate 1/6 members of the Legislature
Council from among persons who are experts in the fields of science,
literature, arts, social service and co operative movement.

The annual budget of the State Government is laid before the
legislature with the approval of the Governor. The Governor must give
his assent to all the bills passed in the legislature including money bills.
The Contingency fund of the State is also placedat the disposal of the
Governor.

Position of the Governor

The position of the Governor of a State is compared to the President of
India as a nominal executive. But the Governor is not always a nominal
executive. He can exercise his powers in the real sase on some occasions. He
acts as an agent of the Central Government in a State. Therefore, he is
responsible for maintaining relation between the Central Government and
the State Government. The Governor may advise the Council of Ministers
when faces difficult situations. The President declares emergency in a State
on the basis of the report of the Governor regarding the law and order
situation in the State. The Governor takes independent decisions while
exercising discretionary powers. He may seek information from the Council
of Ministers regarding various activities of the Government.

The Chief Minister

The Governor appoints the leader of the majority party in the State
Legislative Assembly as the Chief Minister. He is the head of the State
Council of Ministers. The Chief Minister has no fixed term of office. He
remains in office so long as he gets support of the majority members of the
Legislative Assembly. When he loses support in the legislature, he has to
resign. The resignation of the Chief Minister means the resignation of the
whole Council of Ministers in the State.
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The Chief Minister must be a member of the State Legislature. If he is
not a member of the State legislature at the time of his taking over charge, he
must be so within a period of six months.

Powers and Functions

1 The Chief Minister is the chief administrator of the State. All major
decisions of the State Government are taken under his leadership.

1 The Chief Minister plays an important role in the formation of the
Council of Ministers. On the advice of the Chief Minister, the Governor
appoints the other Ministers.

The Chief Minister supervises the activities of different ministries and

advises them accordingly. He also coordinates the activities of different
ministries.

The Chief Minister plays an important role in making policies of the
State Government. He has to ensure that the policies of the government
do not go against public interest. His voice is final in policy decisions of
the State Government.

He plays an important role in maki ng higher appointments of the State
Government. The Governor appoints different higher officials of the
State Government on the advice of the Chief Minister and his Council
of Ministers.

The Leqgislature

In India, the State Legislature consists of the Governor and one or two
houses. The upper house is called the Legislative Council while the lower
house is called the Legislative Assembly.

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Legislative Council

The Constitution provides that the total strength of the Legislative
Council must not be less than 40 and not more than 1/3 of the total strength
of the Legislative Assembly of the State. The members of the Legislative
Council are elected indirectly. One third of its members are elected by the
local government bodies like the District Panchayat and Municipalities.
Another one third is elected by the members of the Legislative Assembly.
One twelfth is elected by the graduates of the constituency and another one
twelfth by the teachers of secondary schools, colleges and universities. One
sixth of the members of the Legislative Council are nominated by the
Governor of the State.

The Legislative Council is a permanent house. One-third of its members
retire every two years and elections are held to fill the vacant seats. The
members are elected for a tem of six years. To be a member of the Legislative
Council, one must be a citizen of India and should have completed 30 years
of age. He cannot be a member of the Legislative Assembly or either of the
houses of the Parliament. The Chairman is the presiding officer of the
Legislative Council. In his absence, the Deputy Chairman presides over its
meetings. They are elected from among the members of that house.

Legislative Assembly

The people who make the laws of a state government are called
O Members gfi sk daei viee Assembl yo ( ML A)
different constituencies. For the election of MLAs the entire state is divided
into different constituencies. These constituencies are called the legislative
constituencies. One legislative constituency may have one lakh or even more
people. One MLA is chosen from each legislative constituency to represent
that legislative assembly.

Election to the Assembly

Different political parties compete in the elections to the legislative
assembly. These parties nominae their candidates from each constituency.
The candidate is that person who contests for the election and asks people to
vote for him. A person has to be at least 25 years old to contest for election to
the legislative assembly. One person can stand for eéction in more than one
constituency at the same time. Even if a person does not belong to any
political party, he can contest election; such candidate is called an
independent candidate. Every party has its own symbol. Independent
candidates are also given election symbol. The members of legislative
assembly (MLA) are elected directly by the people. All people residing in the
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area of a legislative constituency who are 18 years of age can cast a vote in the
legislative assembly elections.

According to the Constitution, a Legislative Assembly cannot have more
than 500 members and not less than 60 members. Some seats in the
Legislative Assembly are reserved for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. The Governor can nominate one member from the Anglo-Indian
community. The members of the Legislative Assembly are elected for a term
of five years. But the Governor can dissolve the house before the expiry of its
term and can call for fresh elections. The meetings of the Assembly are
presided over by the Speaker who is elected from among the members of the
Assembly. In his absence, the Deputy Speaker conducts its meetings.

The States Council of Ministers

The leader of the majority party in the election is chosen as Chief
Minister. In Tamil Nadu there are 234 legislative constituencies. The party
with more than 118 elected candidates (MLA) are invited by the governor to
form the Government. The Chief Minist er (who also should be an MLA)
chooses his ministers from the MLAs of his party. Ministers for various
departments headed by the Chief Minister is called the State Government. So
it is said that the party which got majority seats in the election forms the
government.

The working of the State Government

After being elected to the legislative assembly the MLAs are expected to
regularly participate in its sittings. The legislative assembly meets 2 or 3
times in a year. The main duty of the Legislative Assembly is to make laws
for the state. It can make law on the subjects mentioned in the state list and
the concurrent list. However, during state emergency, it cannot exercise its
legislative power.

The assembly has control over the State council of Ministers. The State
council of ministers are responsible or answerable to the Assembly for its
activities. The Assembly may pass a no confidence motion against the council
of Ministers and bring its downfall if it is not satisfied with the performance
of the council of Ministers. The legislative Assembly has control over the
finances of the state. A money bill can be introduced only in the Assembly.
The government cannot impose, increase, lower or withdraw any tax without
the approval of the Assembly. The elected members of the Legislative
Assembly can take part in the election of the president of India and all
members can take part in the election of the members of the Rajya Sabha
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from the state. The Assembly also takes part in the amendment of the
Constitution on c ertain matters. So the government has three basic functions:
making laws, executing laws and ensuring justice.

How laws are made in State Government?

Several kinds of rules and laws have been made for all people of our
country. For instance, there is a law that you cannot keep a gun without
having a licence for it. Or that woman cannot marry before the age of 18 years
old and men cannot marry before the age of 21 years. These rules and laws
have not been made just like that. People elected their governmernt who
thought carefully before making such laws. A lot of such laws are made by
the state and central government.

In the legislative assembly meetings, MLAs discuss a number of topics
like public works, education, law and order and various problems faced by
the state. The MLA s can ask questions to know the activities of ministries,
which the concern ministers have to answer. The legislative assembly makes
laws on certain issues. The process of law making as follows:

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Executing Laws

The state government has several lakhs of governmenemployees to
execute the laws made by the legislative assembly Collectors, Tahsildars,
Block Development Officers, Revenue officers, Village Administrative
Officers, Policemen, Teachers and Doctors, etcAll of them are paid salaries
by the state government. They have to follow the orders of the state
government.

Judiciary of State

High Courts

The High court stands at the apex of the State Judiciary. As per the
constitution there shall be a High Court in each state. But there may be a
common High Court for two or more states and Union Territories. The State
High Court consists of a Chief Justice and such other Judges as the President
may appoint from time to time it necessary. The number of judgesin the High
Court is not uniform and fixed. The President appoints the Chief Justice of
High Court in consultation with the Chief Justice of India and the Governor
of the state.

A Judge of High Court must have the following qualification:

A Judge of High Court holds the office until he completes the age of 62
years. A Judge of the High Court can be removed from office only for proven
misbehaviour or incapacity and only in the same manner in which a Judge of
the Supreme Court is removed.

Power and Functions of the High Court

1 The High Court has been empowered to issue writs of Habeas corpus,
Mandamus, Prohibition, Certiorari and Quo Warranto for the
enforcement of the fundamental rights and for other purposes.

Every High Court has a general power of superintendence over all the
lower courts and tribun als within its jurisdiction except military courts
and tribunals.
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If a case is pending before a subd ordinate court and the High Court is

satisfied that it involves a substantial question of the constitutional law,

it can take up the case and decide it tself.

The High Court controls all the subordinate courts in the State.

Like the Supreme Court, the High Court also acts as a Court of Record.
For the purpose of judicial administration, each state is divided into a
number of districts, each under the jurisdiction of a district judge. The district
court Judges were appointed by the Governor. In the exercise of the above
mentioned powers, the High Court enjoys full powers and freedom to act
within its jurisdiction. The constitutional safeguards have ensu red its

independent working.
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UNIT 5 - LOCAL SELF GOVERNMENT

Meaning of Local Self Government

1 Local SeltGovernments are institutions that look after the administration
of an area or a small community such as a village, a town or a city. Local
Self- Government operates at the lowest level of society. It works at the
grassroot level, close to the people, touching their everyday life. Local Self
Government IS the management of local affairs by such local bodies which
have been elected by the local people These local bodies provide services
to the local community as well as act as an instrument of democratic self-
government.

Historical Background

1 The idea of local self government is a very old concept in India. It was at
its peak under the later Cholas or the Imperial Cholas of Tanjore. There are
historical records of references to local self government under
Mauryan administration . Local self government existed throughout the
country with its own diverse characteristics of ancient India. During th e
medieval period, local self governments had somewhat declined due to
the onslaught of feudalism. It was revived during the British period in the
last quarter of the 19th century, with Western orientation of training in
democracy with L oiondin1R82pLora Bigon viRae lsv@vnh u
as the OFather of Local Government
governments in modern times.

Under the Government of India Act, 1935 provincial autonomy was
introduced. This Act came into force in 1937. In the provinces where the
Congress formed its Government, rural development received special
attenti on. |t was an essenti al
PanchayatRaj institutions would be built from villages to the highest level.

After Independence, the Gandhian ideal of GramaSwaraj (Village
Republic) greatly influenced the constitution makers. India being the land

of villages, the creation of village panchayats became a social movement.
Restoration of panchayats has become an article of faith during our
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freedom struggle. Hence with the dawn of independence and framing of
the constitution of India, Article 40 was incorporated in the constitution
which reads as: oO0the State should
and endow them with such powers and a uthority as may be necessary to
enable them to function as the uni

Lord Ripon

1 Lord Ripon was the one who gave Indians the first taste of freedom by
introducing the Local Self Government in 1882.Ripon took some steps
towards liberalizing the administration in India. Heformulate dthe
local self government and made it clear that he was advocating for the
decentralization of administration.

He tried to remove obstacles in the sphere of Local Self government by his
resolution of 1882. He led a series of enactments in which larger powers of
the local self-government were given to the rural and urban bodies and
the elected people received wider rights.

Local Self Governments since Independence

1 The conceptualization of the system of local self-government in India took
place through the formation and effort of four important co mmittees from
the year 1957 to 1986. The Community Development Programme (1952)
and National Extension Service (1953) became a basis for 'The Great
Charter on Panchayat Raj' in 1957.

1 The area where more than 10,000 people live is called a Town Panchayat.
Members and President of the town Panchayat are directly elected by the
people. There is an Executive Officer to look after the administration of the
Town Panchayat and their term of offi ce is 5 years.

Municipality

i The area where more than 1,00,000 people Vie is called a Municipality.
The Members and the Chairman of the Municipalities are directly elected
by the people and their term of office is five years. A Municipal
Commissioner is appointed by the government to administer the
Municipality.

Corporation

1 Municipal corporations are established in big cities where the city h as
many lakhs of population. The Municipal Commissioner is the
Administrative Officer. Th e Mayor is the Chairman of the corporation. The
term of office of the Mayor and other members is five years. In Tamil
Nadu, there are 12 Corporations. They are in Chennai, Kovai, Madurai,
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Trichy, Tirunelveli, Salem, Erode, Vellore, Tuticorin, Tirupur, Tanjore,
Dindigul. The Municipal Commissioner will be a person from the Indian

Administrative Service (IAS). All the decisions of the Corporation Council
wil | be implemented by him. He will be assisted by the office of the
corporation.

Important functions of the Mayor

government

U He presides over the meetings of the Corporation Council

Seats are reserved for the SC & ST and also for the women in
proportion to the population by rotation basis.

Problems and Challenges facing the Local Self Governments

91 Local self governments are the crucial basis for our democracy. The
Constitutional status of local self governments adds more significance to
their functioning . There are, however, a few critical concerns in the
working of local self governments in India. Major problems and
challenges may be mentioned as below:

U Lack of clear demarcation of powers and functions of local bodies
U Allocation of funds and needs assessment are not matched
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U Role of caste, class and religion in decisionmaking at the local self

governments
U Poor accountability of elected members and officials at the grassroot

levels of democracy

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Unit 3 0 State Government
Introduction

1 The Constitution of India envisages for afederal government, having
separate systemsof administration for the union and the states.There are
29 states, 6 union territories and onenational capital territory known as
Delhi inindia. The constitution contains provisions forthe governance of
both the union and the states.lt lays down a uniform structure for the
StateGovernment, in part VI of the constitutionfrom Article 152 to 237,
which is applicableto all the states, save only the state of Jammuand
Kashmir whi ch has a separate constitutionfor its government under
Article 370. Thestructure of the State Government, as formedin the Centre,
consists of three branches. Theseare the Executive, the Legislature and
theJudiciary.

The Executive
The Governor

The Governor is the constitutional head ofthe state executive. The
administration of aState is carried on in the name of the
Governor.Generally, there is a separate Governor in eachState but if the
situation warrants so, the sameperson may be appointed as the Governor
oftwo or more States.

Article 154 vests the executive power of theState in the Governor. Article
154(1) holds thatthe executive power of the State shall be vestedth the
Governor and shall be exercised by him either directly or through officers
subordinates to him in accordance with this Constitution.

Appointment

1 The Governor of a State shall be appointedby the President. His usual
term of office is fiveyears but he holds office during the pleasure ofthe
President. Generally, the Governor does notbelong to the State where he is

appointed. Hecan also be transferred from one state to anotherby the
President. He can also resign any time byaddressing his resignation to the
President.

The Legislature of a State or a High Court hasno role in the removal of a
Governor. A personmay be appointed as a Governor for any numberof
terms. Two conventions have been set upinthe matter of appointing a
person as Governorof a State. He should not be a resident of theState
concerned and, the State Governmentconcerned is consulted and its views
are soughtregarding the proposed choice.

According to Article 158 (3A), where the sameperson is appointed as
Governor of two or moreStates, the emoluments and allowances payableto
the Governor shall be allocated among theStates in such proportion as the
President mayby order determine.

Qualific ation

1 Article 157 and Articlel58 of the Constitutionof India specify
eligibility requirements for the post ofgovernor. They are as follows:

He should be a citizen of India.
He must have completed 35 years of age.
He should not be a member of Parliament or of any State
Legislature. If he is a member of any of Legislature, he automatically
vacates his seat on assuming the office.

U He should not hold any other profitable occupation.

Powers and Functions of the Governor

1 The Governor is the head o the state executiveand he has enormous
powers. In the exerciseof functions and powers, the Governor, except in
certain cases, is to be guided by the aid andadvice of the Council of
Ministers headed bythe Chief Minister (under Article 163). As
theexecutive head in the state level, the Governorhas following functions
and powers.
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Executive Powers

1 The Constitution vests all executivepowers of the State Government inthe
Governor. He may exercise thispower either directly or throughofficers
subordinate to him. He is theconstitutional head of the State. All
theadministration is carried on in his name.

The executive powers and functions ofthe Governor are:

He appoints the leader of the majority party in the State Legislative

Assembly as the Chief Minister of the State.

He appoints other members of the Council of Ministers on the

recommendation of the Chief Minister.

He appoints the Advocate - General of the state and determines his
remuneration.

The Advocate General holds office during the pleasure of the

Governor.

He appoints the Chairman and Members of the State Public Service
Commission. However, they can be removed only by the president

and not by a governor.

He appoints the state election commissioner and determines his
conditions of service and tenure of office.

However, the state election commissioner can be removed only in
like manner and on the like grou nds as a judge of a high court.

He acts as the chancellor of universities in the state. He also appoints
the Vice Chancellors of universities in the state.

He directly rules a State when there is the imposition of the

Presidentds rule in the State.

Legislative Powers

1 The Governor is an integral part of thestate legislature. But, he is not a
member inthe either house of the legislature. In thiscapacity, he enjoys the
following legislativepowers and functions:

U He has the right to summon, prorogue the state legislature and dissolve
the State Legislative Assembly.
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He can address the state legislature at the commencement of the first
session after each general election and the first session of each year.

He can send messages to the houses of the state deslature relating to a
bill pending in the legislature.

He can appoint any member of the Legislative Assembly to preside
over its proceedings when the offices of both the Speaker and the
Deputy Speaker fall vacant.

He can nominate one member to the statelegislature assembly from the
Anglo - Indian Community.

He nominates 1/6 of the members of the State Legislative Council from
amongst the persons having special knowledge or practical experience
in literature, science, art, cooperative movement and social srvice.

He decides on the question of disqualification of members of the state
legislature in consultation with the Election Commission.

Every bill passed by the state legislature will become law only after his
signature.

But, when a bill is sent to the Governor after it is passed by the
legislature, he has the options to give his assent to the bill or withhold
his assent to the bill or return the bill for the reconsideration of the
legislature.

He has to reserve any bill passed by the state legislature which
endangers the position of the state High Court, for the consideration of
the President.

He can promulgate ordinances when the state legislature is not in
session under Article 213. But, these ordinances must be approved by
the legislature within six months. He can also withdraw an ordinance at
anytime.

He has to lay the annual reports of the State Finance Commission, the
State Public Service Commission and the Comptroller and Auditor
General relating to the accounts of the state, before tle state legislature.

Financial Powers

U The Constitution confers on the Governor, the duty to get prepared
and introduced to the State Legislature, the annual budget and also
the supplementary budgets, if necessary.

U He causes the Annual Financial Statement(Budget) of the State to be
presented in the Legislative Assembly.
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He presents through the Minister of Finance of the State the
Supplementary Budget of the State to the Legislative Assembly if
there be such a need.

Money Bills can be introduced in the State Legislature only with his
the prior recommendation.

No demand for any grant can be made except on his
recommendation.

He can make advances out of the state Contingency Fund to meet
any unforeseen expenditure.

He constitutes a Finance Commission after ewery five years to
review the financial position of the panchayats and the
municipalities.

Judicial Powers

He appoints the Advocate -General of the State.

He appoints Judges to the Subordinate Courts in the State.

He makes appointment, postings and promotions of the District Judges
in consultation with the State High Court.

The Chief Justice of the High Court in the State is appointed by the

President in consultation with him.
He can pardon, commute or reprieve punishment on receipt of appeals
for mercy.

Discretionary Powers

The Governor can reserve a bill for the consideration of the president.
He recommends for the i mposition
He seeks information from the Chief Minister relating to the
administrative and legis lative matters of the state.

He can call the leader of any party to form ministry in the state when
there is no clearcut majority to any party in the Legislative Assembly
after the general elections.

He can dismiss the Council of Ministers when it is unab le to prove the
confidence of the Legislative Assembly; and

He can dissolve the Legislative Assembly if the Council of Ministers
has lost its majority.
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Emergency Powers

)l

If the Governor is satisfied that thegovernment of the state is not carried
onin accordance with the provisions of theConstitution, he may, under
Article 356,recommend to the President to imposePresident Rule in that
State. As soon as thePresident Rule is imposed, the administrationof the
State is carried on by the Governor asthe represatative of the President.

Privileges of the Governor

Article 361(1) provides for the followingprivileges for the Governor;

U The Governor of a State, is not be answerable to any court for the
exercise and performance of the powers and duties of his office or
for any act done or purporting to be done by him in the exercise and
performance of those powers and duties.

No criminal proceedings whatsoever shall be instituted or continued
against the Governor of a State, in any court during his term of
offi ce.

No process for the arrest or imprisonment of the Governor of a State,
shall issue from any court during his term of office.

No civil proceedings in which relief is claimed against the Governor
of a State.

Chief Minister

)l

In the scheme of Parliamentary system ofgovernment provided by the
constitution , thegovernor is the nominal executive authorityand the Chief
Minister is the real executiveauthority. In other words, the governor is
thehead of the State while the Chief Minister is thehead of the
government.

The appointment of the Chief Minister

)l

The Chief Minister is appointed by theGovernor of the State. The leader of
the majorityparty or majority group in the State LegislativeAssembly is
appointed as the Chief Minister. Incase no party commands absolute
majority, inthe Legislative Assembly or the majority failsto elect its leader,
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the Governor can use hispower and invite the leader of the other
largestparty to form the ministry. He has to prove theconfidence (majority
support) in the LegislativeAssembly within the period stipulated by
theGovernor.The term of the Chief Minister is not fixed.He may remain as
the Chief Minister as longas he enjoys the support of the majority of
themembers of the Legislative Assembly. He has toresign when he losses
confidence of t he maj orityin t he assi
normallyhe completes 5 years term like other membersin the Legislative
Assembly.

Powers and functions of the Chief Minister

The Chief Minister is the real executive head ofthe State administration. He
has the followingpowers and functions.

1 Relating to the council of ministers
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1 Relating to the Governor
1 Relating to the State Legislature Other functions and powers.

Relating to the Council of Ministers

As the head of the Council of Ministers, theChief Minister enjoys the
following functionsand powers.

The Chief Minister recommends the persons who can be appointed
as ministers by Governor.

He allocates the portfolios among the ministers.

He shuffles and reshuffles his ministry.

He can ask a minister to resign or to advise the Governor to dismiss
him in case of difference of opinion.

He presides over the meetings of the Council of Ministers and
influences its decisions.

He can bring about the collapse of the council of ministers by
resigning from office.

He guides, directs, controls and coordinates the activities of all the
ministers.

Relating to the Governor

1 The Chief Minister is the principal channelof communication between the
Governor andthe Council of Ministers, and he advises theGovernor in
relation to the appointment of thefollowing officials:

Advocate General of the State.

State Election Commissioner.

Chairman and Members of the State Public Service Commission.
Chairman and Members of the State Planning Commission.
Chairman and Members of the State Finance Commission.

Relating to State Legislature

U The Chief Minister advises the Governor with regard to the
summoning and proroguing the sessions of the state legislature.

U He announces the government policies on the floor of the house.

U He can introduce the bills in the Legislative Assembly.
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U He can recommend for the dissolution of the Legislative Assembly to
the Governor anytime.

Other function and powers

U As the leader of the ruling party, the Chief Minister has to control the
party and develop the disciplines.

U As the leader of the state, he has to keenly consider the demands of the
different sections of the people.

U As the political head of the various services, he has to supervise, control
and co-ordinate the secretaries of various departments in the state level.

U For smooth functioning of the state and for good centre -state relations,
he has © develop a rapport with the union government.

Council of Ministers

1 The Council of Ministers are collectively responsible to the State
Legislature. All themembers of the Council of Ministers must be
themembers of the State Legislature. Those who arenot he members at the
time of their appointmentmust secure their seats in the Legislature withina
period of 6 months. All the ministers workas a team under the Chief
Minster. As long asthe Chief Minister is in office, the Council of Ministers
will also be in power. If a no-confidence motion is passed by the
Legislative Assembly, the State Ministry shall resign.

Article 163 provides for a Council of Ministersto aid and advice the

Governor. Accordingto Article 163(1) there shall be a Council ofMinisters

with th e Chief Minister at the headto aid and advice the Governor in the
exerciseof his functions, except in so far as he is by orunder this
Constitution required to exercise hisfunctions or any of them in his

discretion.

Other Provisions relating to Ministers

1 Article 164(1) holds that the Chief Ministershall be appointed by the
Governor and theother Ministers shall be appointed by theGovernor on
the advice of the Chief Minister,and the Ministers shall hold office during
thepleasure of the Governor: Article 164(1A) states that the total numberof
Ministers, including the Chief Minister, in the
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Council of Ministers in a State shall not exceedfifteen percent of the total
number of membersof the Legislative Assembly.

The functions and powers of theCouncil of Ministe rs

It formulates and decides the policies of the state and implements
them effectively.

It decides the legislative programmes of the Legislative Assembly
and sponsors all important bills.

It controls the financial policy and decides the tax structure for the
public welfare of the state.

It chalks out programmes and schemes for the sociceconomic
changes so that the state makes headway in various interrelated
fields.

It makes the important appointments of the Heads of Departments.

It discussesand takes efforts on the dispute with other states

It advises the Governor on the appointment of Judges of the
subordinate courts.

It frames the proposal for incurring expenditure out of state
reserves.

It decides all the bills whether ordinary bills or m oney bills to be
introduced in the Legislative Assembly.

Each minister of the Council of Ministers supervises, controls and
coordinates the department concerned.

Annual Financial Statement called as the Budget is finalised by the
Council of Ministers.

The State Legislature

9 The Constitution provides a legislaturefor every state. Most of the States
have onlyunicameral legislature i.e., Legislative assembly.Some State has
bicameral legislatures (exampleBihar, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Uttar
Pradesh,Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and JammuKashmir). The lower
house, legislative assemblyrepresents the people of the state the
upperhouse; Legislative Council represents specialinterests like teachers,
graduates and localgovernments.
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The Legislative Assembly (Lower House)

1 The Legislative Assembly is a popular house. lItis the real centre of power
in the State. It consistsof members directly elected by the people onthe
basis of adult franchise. The strength of theAssembly varies from State to
State depending onthe population. However the maximum strengthof the
Assembly must not exceed 500 or itsminimum strength not below 60. The
term ofoffice of the legislative assembly is 5 years. It canbe dissolved even
before the expiry of its term.

The size of the Legislaive Council cannotbe more than one-third the
membership of theLegislative Assembly (lower house) of that state.But its
size cannot be less than 40, except in Jammu and Kashmir where there are
36 by an act of Parliament. The members draw the salary and allovances
passed by the State legislature from time to time.

Composition

1 The Legislative Assembly of Tamil Naduconsists of 235 members out of

which 234members are directly elected by the peoplefrom the
constituencies on the basis of adultfranchise and one member is
nominated by theGovernor from the Anglo -Indian community.

However, seats shall be reserved in the house forthe scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes.

Cabinet and Cabinet Committees

1 A smaller body called Cabinet is the nucleusof the council of minister. It
consists of onlythe cabinet ministers. It is the real centre ofauthority in the
state government.The cabinet works through variouscommittees called
cabinet committees. They areof two types - standing and ad hoc. The
formerare of a permanent nature while the latter are ofa temporary nature.
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The Speaker

1 The Legislative Assembly elects two of itsmembers as the Speaker and
Deputy SpeakerThe Speaker vacates his office, if he cannotcotinue to be
a member of the Assembly.He may also resign his office at any time.
Thespeaker may be removed from office by aresolution of the Assembly
after giving a 14daysd notice. S
majority of the members present at thetime of voting. The speaker does
not vacatehis office, when the Assembly is dissolved. Hecontinues to be
the Speaker until the first sittingof the new Assembly. While the office of
thespeaker is vacant, the Deputy Speaker performshis functions.

The Legisl ative Council(Upper House)

1 The legislative Council is the upper Houseof the State Legislature. It is
constituted as a permanent House. Article 171(1) provides that the total
number of members in the LegislativeCouncil of a State shall not exceed
one-third ofthe total number of members in the LegislativeAssembly of
that State, but not less than 40members in any case.

The VidhanParishads (Legislative Council)forms a part of the state
legi sl atur es of |l ndi a. |l n Seven
Karnataka,Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and
Jammu - Kashmir) the Legislative Council serves as the indirectly elected
upper house of a bicameral legislature. It is also a pemanent house
because it cannot be dissolved. Every Member of Legislative Council
(MLC) serves for a six-year term, with terms staggered so that the terms of
one-third of members expire every two years. MLCs must be citizens of
India not under 30 years of age, mentally sound and not bankrupt, and his
name should be in the voteros | is
contesting the election.

Election to Legislative Council

U 1/3 of the members are elected by local bodies.

U 1/12 of the members are elected by Graduates of the universities in
the State.

U 1/12 of the members are elected by Graduate teachers.
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U 1/3 of the members are elected by the members of the Legislative
Assembly.

U 1/6 is nominated by the Governor who is eminent in the field of
literary excellence, art, social services or Cenperation.

The Chairman

1 The Chairman (chair person he / she) isthe Presiding Officer of the Upper
house.The Members elect a Chairman and a deputychairman from among
themselves. In theabsence of the chairman, the @puty chairmanofficiate
the functions of the LegislativeCouncil.

Abolition or Creation ofLegislative Councils

1 Atrticle 169 deals with the creation orabolition of Legislative Council in a
State.Article 169 holds that if the state LegislativeAssembly passesa
resolution by a majority ofnot less than 2/3rd of the members present
andvoting and by the majority of total strengthof the House, requesting
the Parliament tocreate or abolish the state Legislative councilthen the
Parliament may by law provide forthe a bolition and creation of the
LegislativeCouncil.

Functions of the State Legislature

1 The powers and functions of the StatelLegislature are almost the same as
that ofParliament.

Legislative powers

1 The State Legislature can pass laws on allsubjects mentiord in the State
List as perthe constitution. It can also pass laws onconcurrent subjects. The
State made law ina concurrent subject will become inoperativewhen the
centre also passes a law on thesame subject. The passing of Bill into
lawfollows the same procedure, as in the unionparliament. Every bill
passes through threereadings. Then
assent.
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Financial Powers

1 The Legislature controls the finances of theState. The Lower House enjoys
greater powerthan the Upper House in money matters.Money bills can be
introduced only in the Lower House or the Assembly. No new tax canbe
levied without the sanction and permissionof the Assembly.

Controls over the Executive

1 The Legislature controls the Executive.The Council of Ministers is
responsible tothe Assembly. The Ministers have to answerquestions asked
by the members of theLegislature. They can be removed from officeif the
Assembly passes a vote of ono conf

Wide powers

1 In State having two Houses, the LegislativeAssembly enjoys more powers
than theLegislative Council. The Assembly hascomplete control over the
state finance. The Council cannot vote for grants. The Council of Ministers
Is responsible only to the Assembly.

JUDICIARY OF STAT E
High Courts

1 The institution of high court originated inindia in 1862 when the high
courts were set upat Calcutta, Bombay and Madras. In the courseof time,
each province in British India came tohave its own high court. After 1950,
a high courtexisting in a province became the high court forthe
corresponding state. The High Courts arethe highest courts at State level,
but being partof integrated Indian judiciary they work underthe
superintendence, direction and control ofthe Supreme Court.The
Constitution of India provides for ahigh court for each state, but the
SeventhAmendment Act of 1956 authorised theParliament to establish a
common high courtfor two or more states or for two or more statesand a
union territory.For example, the States of Punjab and Haryanaand the
Union Territory of Chandigarh have acommon High Court situated at
Chandigarh. Similarly, the High Court of Guwahati iscommon for seven
northeastern States of Assam,Nagaland, Manipur, Meghalaya,
Mizoram, Tripura and Arunachal Pradesh. Delhi, thoug hnot a State, has its
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own separate High Court.Every High Court has a Chief Justice and
anumber of judges. The number of judges variesfrom State to State. The
number of judges ofeach High Court is determined by the President.At
present there are 25 High Courts for 29 States(including new Andhra
Pradesh High Court established in 1st January 2019 at principal seatin
Amravati) and seven Union Territories.

Appointment of the Judges

1 Every High Court consists of a Chief Justiceand such other Judges as
appointed by thePresident from time to time (Article 216).

Jurisdiction and Powers ofHigh Court

1 At present, a high court enjoys the followingjurisdiction and powers:

Original Jurisdiction

1 In their judicial capacity, the High Courtsof the Presidency towns
(Bombay, Calcuttaand Madras) have both  original and
appellatejurisdictions, while other High Courts havemostly appellate
jurisdiction.Only in matt ers of admiralty, probate,matrimonial and
contempt of Court, they haveoriginal jurisdiction. The Presidency
High Courts have original jurisdiction in which the amount involved is
more than 2000 and in criminal cases which are committed to them by the
Presidency Magistrates.

Appellate Jurisdiction

9 As Courts of appeal, all High Courts entertainappeals in civil and criminal
cases from theirsubordinate Courts as well as on their own.They have,
however, no jurisdiction overtribunals established under the laws relating

tothe Armed Forces of the Country.

Writ Jurisdiction

1 Under Atrticle 226 of the constitution, theHigh Courts are given powers of
issuing writsnot only for the enforcement of the FundamentalRights, but
also for other purposes. In exerciseof this power, a Court may issue the
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sametype of writs, orders or directions which theSupreme Court is

empowered to issue underArticle 32.The jurisdiction to issue writs under

thisArticle is larger in the case of High Courts, forwhich the Supreme

Court can issue them onlywhere a Fundamental Right has been
infringed,a High Court can issue them not only in suchcases, but also
where an ordinary legal right hasbeen infringed.

Habeas Corpus

1 The writ of habeas corpusis issued to a detaining authority, ordering
thedetainer to produce the detained person inthe issuing court, along with
the cause of hisor her detention, if the detention is found tobe illegal, the
court issues an order to set theperson free.

Mandamus

1 The writ of mandamus is issued toa subordinate court, an officer of
government, ora corporation or other institution commandingthe
performance of certain acts or duties.

Prohibition

1 The writ of prohibition is issuedby a higher court to a lower court
prohibiting itfrom taking up a case because it falls outside thejurisdiction
of the lower court. Thus, the highercourt transfers the caseto it.

Quo Warranto

1 The writ of quo Warranto isissued against a person who claims or usurpsa
public office. Through this writ

person supportshis or her claim.

Certiorari

1 The writ of certiorari is issued to alower court directing that the record of a
case besent up for review, together with all supportingfiles, evidence and
documents, usually with theintention of overruling the judgment of the
lowercourt. It is one of the mechanisms by which thefundamental rights of
the citizens are upheld.
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Supervisory Jurisdiction

1 High court has the power of superintendenceover all courts and tribunals
functioning in itsterritorial jurisdiction (except military courtsor tribunals)
Thus, it may

a) Call for returns from them;
b) Make an issue, general rules and prescribe forms for regulating the

practice and proceedings of them.
c) Prescribe forms in which books, entries and accounts are to be kept by

them; and
d) Settle the fees payable to the sheriff, clerks, officers and legal

practitioners of them.
Control over Subordinate Courts

A high court has an administrative control andother powers over them

a) It is consulted by the governor in the matters of appointment, posting
and promotion of district judges and in the appointments of persons to
the judicial service of the state (other than district judges).

b) It deals with the matters of posting, promotion, grant of leave, transfers
and discipline of the members of the judicial service of the state (other

than district judges).

c) It can withdraw a case pending in a subordinate court if it involves a
substantial question of law that requires the interpretation of the
Constitution. It can then either dispose of the case itself or determines
the question of law and return the case to the subordinate court with its

judgment.

d) Its law is binding on all subordinate courts functioning within its
territorial jurisdiction in the same sense as the law declared by the
Supreme Court is binding on all courts in India.
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Court of Record

1 All the decisions and decrees issued by the HighCourt are printed and are
kept as a record forfuture references by the Court as well as bythelawyers,
Is such a need arises. Thus, it also actsas a Court of Record.

Power of Judicial Review

1 Judicial review is the power of a high courtto examine the constitutionality
of legislativeenactments and executive orders of both theCentral and state
governments. Though thephrase judicial review has no where been usedin
the Constitution, the provisions of Articles 226 and 227 explicitly confer the
power of judicial review on a high courtThe 42nd Amendment Act of 1976
curtailed the judicial review power of high court. It debarred the high
courts from considering the constitutional validity of any central law.
However, the 43rd Amendment Act of 1977 restored the original position.
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
