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Twenty-Fourth Amendment Act, 1971

1. It enables Parliament to dilute Fundamental Rights through Amendments of the
Constitution.

2. It amended article 368 to provide expressly that Parliament has power to amend any
provision of the Constitution.

3. The amendment further made it obligatory for the President to give his assent, when a
Constitution Amendment Bill was presented to him.

The Twenty-Fifth Amendment Act of 1971 has two provisions that:

e Curtailed the fundamental right to property

e Provided that any law made to give effect to the Directive Principle contained in Article 39
(b) or (c) cannot be challenged on the ground of violation of the rights guaranteed under
Article 14, 19 and 31.
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
