Bhavani River

Fed, mostly, by the southwestern monsoon, this is one of the
main tributaries of the river Kaveri.

Cheyyar River This tributary of River Palar is a major seasonal river that flows
through the district of Tiruvannamalai.
Chittar River The main river originates from the Courtallam Hills of the

Shencottah Taluk and Tenkasi Taluk in the district of Tirunelveli.
It flows through the state along with its 5 tributaries.

Ponniyar River

Flowing across the borders in between the taluks of Villupuram
and Cuddalore, it finally drains into the Bay of Bengal.

Thamirabarani
River

This river originates from the peaks named Agathimalai,
Aduppukkal Mottai and Cherumunji Mottai in the Tirunelveli
district.

Vaigai River

While flowing towards the Palk Strait, it changes its course
towards the south east near Sholavandan and passes through the
town of Madurai.

Gundar River

It mainly flows through the districts of Tirunelveli and
Virudhunagar in Tamil Nadu.

Noyil River

This tributary of Kaveri flows through Dharapuram taluk and
Palladam taluk in Erode district and Coimbatore district
respectively.

Suruli River

This originates from the Suruli Waterfall, which is among the
major tourist attractions in the Theni district.

Vaipar River

With its origination in the bordering hills of the Kerala state, the
river runs through the Virudhunagar district as well as the Theni
district.

Bhils Tribe

The Bhils are a tribe found mostly in the
mountain ranges of Udaipur and in some
districts of Rajasthan.

The Bhils are the largest tribes in India.

Gonds Tribe

The Gonds are India’s second largest tribe,
living in the Madhya Pradesh district of
Chhindwara as well as parts of
Maharashtra, Orissa, and Andhra Pradesh.

Munda Tribe

The Mundas used to be hunters but now
work as agricultural labourers.

This tribe inhabits Jharkhand as well as
areas of Chattisgarh, Bihar, Odisha, and
West Bengal.

Santhal Tribes

The Santhal tribes are a significant group
in West Bengal. They may also be found in
Bihar, Odisha, and Assam, and they are
the biggest tribe in Jharkhand.

Toto Tribe

The Toto tribe lives in Totapara village in
West Bengal’s Alipurdoar district.

Bodo Tribe

The Bodo tribe lives in Assam, West
Bengal, and Nagaland.

Angami Tribe

The Angami Nagas are a significant tribe
found in Nagaland’s Kohima region.

Bhutia Tribe

The Bhutias are mostly found in Sikkim,
West Bengal, and Tripura.

Khasi Tribe

This tribe is mostly found in Meghalaya’s
Khasi Hills, as well as areas of Assam,
Manipur, Arunachal Pradesh, and West
Bengal.

Garo Tribe

Garo tribes are mainly found in the hills of
Meghalaya and parts of Assam, Nagaland
and West Bengal.

Nyishi Tribe

This tribe is found in Arunachal Pradesh’s
mountains, with the bulk of them living in
the districts of Kurung Kumey, Papum
Pare, Upper and Lower Subansiri.

Warli Tribe

The tribe is found in the Indian states of
Maharashtra and Gujarat.

Chenchu Tribe

This tribe is native to Andhra Pradesh and
lives in the jungles of the Nallamala Hills.
They may also be found in Kurnool,
Nalgonda, and Guntur.

Siddis Tribe

They may be found across Karnataka.

Soliga Tribe

The Soligas live in deep forests in
Karnataka and Tamil Nadu.
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Kodava Tribe This Mysore, Karnataka clan is located in
Coorg. The tribe is a patrilineal tribe from
Kodagu or Coorg, and they are well
known for their courage.

Toda Tribe The Todas may be found in areas of Tamil
Nadu'’s Nilgiris mountain range.
Irular Tribe The tribe lives in the Nilgiri mountain

ranges of Tamil Nadu and Kerala.

They are Kerala’s second-largest tribe and
are largely located in the Palakkad area.
Kurumba Tribe This is a large clan located in Kerala and
Tamil Nadu. They were among the first
settlers in the Western Ghats.

Great Andamanese Tribe On the Andaman and Nicobar Islands, this
tribe comprises the Jarawa, Jangil, Onge,
and Sentinelese.
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THE HERITAGE SITES IN TAMIL NADU

Great Living Chola Temples

1. Brihadeshwarar temple

e Also known as the “Rajarajeshwaram” and “Peruvudaiyar Kovil.”

e The great temple is situated on the southern bank of the Cauvery river in Tanjore, Tamil
Nadu.

¢ It was named Brihadeshwarar by Marathas, which means Great Lord.

e Constructed by Chola king Rajaraja Chola

e The Brihadeshwarar temple also consists of a stunning Vimana; the Vimana is almost
200 feet tall. The Vimana is often called Dakshin Meru.

e The temple was included in the list of world heritage sites in 1987.

2. Gangaikanda Cholapuram temple

e Located in Jayankondam town of Ariyalur district of Tamil Nadu
e Constructed by Chola king Rajendra Chola I

e The temple vimana is around 180 feet tall.

e In 2004 UNESCO declared the temple a world heritage site.

3. Airavateshwarar temple

e The temple is also known as “Darasuram Airavateshwarar Temple” it is situated in
Kumbakonam town in the Tanjore district of Tamil Nadu.

e The name Airavateshwarar is derived from the mythical elephant “Airavata”.

e The temple construction is believed to have begun in the 12th century under the
patronage of the Chola king Rajaraja Cholan II.

e The Airavateshwarar temple was added to the list of world heritage sites in 2004.

Monuments at Mahabalipuram

e Mahabalipuram is also called “Mamallapuram ” the name is derived from the Pallava
ruler Narsimhavarmana I; he was fondly called “Mamallan ”.
e In 1984 UNESCO declared as a world heritage site.

The Western Ghats

e UNESCO’s World Heritage Committee inscribed the Western Ghats of India as a world
heritage site on 1st July 2012.

e The five sites in Tamil Nadu are

Kalakkad Mundanthurai Tiger Reserve

Srivilliputtur Wildlife Sanctuary

Sathyamangalam Wildlife Sanctuary

Chinnar Wildlife Sanctuary

Mukurthi National Park.
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The Nilgiri Mountain Railway

e In 2005 UNESCO declared as a world heritage site.
e The train runs between Mettupalayam and Ooty (46 km)
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
