Some of the important products that now enjoy the GI tag are
Kancheepuram Silk, ThanjavurVeenai, Srivilliputtur milk gova,
Dindigul lock, Madurai Chungudi sari, Salem white silk veshti.
India has about 320 GI products, with Karnataka topping the list with
about 50 products.
