 T.N’s MMR drops to 45.5 in 2023-24 

 Going by the Health Management Information System (HMIS) data, Tamil Nadu’s 
Maternal Mortality Ratio (MMR) recorded a significant drop during 2023-24, 
declining by over six points to reach 45.5 per one lakh live births. 
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 In fact, during the same period, Virudhunagar Health Unit District (HUD) recorded 
nil maternal deaths, according to health officials. As per HMIS data, MMR has 
dropped from 52.2 per one lakh live births during 2022-23 to 45.5 during 2023-24. 
The State’s MMR rose during the COVID-19 pandemic years.

 The Charaideo Moidams, a 700-year-old mound-burial system of the Ahom 
dynasty from Assam, were added to the UNESCO World Heritage List on Friday, 
making them the 43rd property from India to be included in the prestigious index.
