 The Election Commission of India (ECI) hosted the inaugural India 

International Conference on Democracy and Election Management (IICDEM 
2026)at Bharat Mandapam, New Delhi (Delhi) from 21-23 January 2026. 

 The three-day international conference was organised by the India 
International Institute of Democracy and Election Management (IIIDEM) 
under the aegis of the ECI.

 United States Officially Withdraws from WHO 
 The United States has officially withdrawn from the World Health 

Organization (WHO), following a one-year notice given by President Donald 
Trump in 2025. 

 The U.S., which was the largest contributor to WHO funding (about 18%), 
cited poor management and mishandling of the COVID-19 pandemic as 
reasons for withdrawal. 

 The U.S. announced it will now work directly with other countries on global 
health issues, bypassing WHO.

 Indira Gandhi Peace Prize 2025 
 Graca Machel, a renowned human rights activist from Mozambique, has been 

awarded the Indira Gandhi Prize for Peace, Disarmament and Development 
2025. 

 The award was announced by the Indira Gandhi Memorial Trust in 
recognition of her lifelong contributions to education, child welfare, women’s 
empowerment, humanitarian work, peace, and social justice, particularly in 
conflict-affected regions. 

 The Indira Gandhi Prize is one of India’s most prestigious international 
honours, awarded to individuals or organisations for outstanding 
contributions to peace, development, and social justice. 

 The award carries a cash prize of ₹1 crore, along with a trophy and a citation.

 National Voters’ Day - 25 January
