 Four solar-powered lighthouses will be built at Pandu, Bogibeel, Silghat and 

Biswanath Ghat with an investment of ₹84 crore. 
 The project will be implemented by Directorate General of Lighthouses and 

Lightships in collaboration with Inland Waterways Authority of India. 
 Each 20-metre lighthouse will guide vessels up to 14 nautical miles, enabling 

safer night navigation, boosting cargo transport and promoting tourism along 
the Brahmaputra corridor in Northeast India.
